Bylaws


ARTICLE I

Purpose

1. To promote the sport of swimming in Westmont Hilltop School District.

2. To promote the safety and well being of the swimmers in the program.

3. To provide financial support to assist coaches in enhancing training, travel, and competition for the swimmers.

4. To provide financial support for recognition of the swimmers.

ARTICLE II

Membership

1. Membership consists of adults who reside in the Westmont Hilltop School District who (js) are the parent or legal guardian of a member of the Westmont Hilltop High School swim team.

2. Voting membership is restricted to parents and legal guardians of current members of the swim team who are in good financial standing.

3. To remain a member of the Booster’s Club, in good financial standing, member families must participate in the team’s annual fundraiser as determined annually by the Executive Committee and raise an expected amount of profit or make an equivalent monetary donation to the team. 
4. All members families are required to participate in supporting the team a meets by signing up to work some required meet or event function.  Specific meet duties are detailed by the Deck Help Committee.

5. Members are encouraged to volunteer on other team support committees as listed in Article VII.

ARTICLE III

Meetings

1. Regular general membership meetings will be held at least twice each year.

2. Additional general membership meetings may be called at any time during the season at the discretion of the club president.  Notice of these meetings including date, time, place and purpose will be provided to members at least seven days prior to said meeting via email. 

3. If necessary a quorum will consist of one parent or guardian from at least 50% of the families. 

4. Any expense not covered in the budget shall be approved by the Executive Committee.

ARTICLE IV

Funding

1. At least two (2) officers must approve any expenditure over $50.  

2. A budget shall be approved by a majority vote at the meeting held at the beginning of the season and review at the year-end meeting.

3. The annual budget shall include all regular and on-going expenses as approved by a majority, including but not limited to:

a. Payment for swimmers and coaches meals at the end of the season banquet.

b. Purchase of senior awards, coach’s appreciation gifts, and team awards, decorations, and favors at the end of the season.

c. Purchase of flowers, decorations, and senior gifts at senior recognition night.

d. Purchase of custom t-shirts, sweatshirt or other articles for members of the regional and state teams.

ARTICLE V
Election of Officers

1. Nomination for Booster Club officers are to be completed by seven days prior to the end of the season banquet.

2. A slate of nominees will be presented to the membership eat the end of the year meeting.

3. Additional nominations may be taken from the floor at the meeting prior to the vote.

4. Officers will be elected by the majority vote for a one year term.

5. The term of officers elected shall commence following the end of the year meeting.

ARTICLE VI

Duties of Officers

1. President

a. Prepares an agenda for each meeting

b. Presides at all general membership meetings.

c. Designate committees as needed and appoint chairperson to head each committee. Provide guidance to said committees.

d. Serve as meet Deck Help Committee chairperson to provide parent workers as needed by the coach or meet director.

e. Serve as booster club primary contact person for any requests from the head swim coach or school district administration.

f. Suggest priorities and bring up items for discussions and vote.

g. Serves as ex officio member of all well standing committees.

2. Vice President

a. Preside at meetings in absence of the president

b. Serve as Publicity Committee Chairperson
c. Serve as booster club secondary contact person for any requests form the head coach or school district administration.

3. Secretary
a. Record minutes of each meeting.

b. Keep a record of team members including: athletes’ names, parent or legal guardian names, telephone numbers, mailing address and email address.  

c. Process correspondence as needed.

d. Facilitates season end election.

4. Treasurer

a. Prepares a financial budget for presentation to the general membership no later than the second regularly scheduled meeting.

b. Keep accurate books of account and serve as custodian of all checking accounts, statements, and financial reports.

c. Collect, deposit, disburse and safeguard all funds as directed by the membership; and report if any expenditures or disbursements exceed the budget guidelines.

d. Prepare and present a financial statement or budget as requested to the general membership at each of the general membership meetings and at the beginning and end of each season.

ARTICLE VIII

Income

1. One general team mandatory fundraiser. Monetary donations may be made in lieu of participating in this activity.  This involvement is required and to be considered a member in good standing.

2. Families may make additional monetary or equipment donations through the booster club officers.  Monetary donations may be directed by the sponsor toward specific area or may be given as general team support to be used as the head coach identities team need.

ARTICLE IV

Bylaws

1. All bylaws may be reviewed by committees at the end of each season.
2. All amendments to the existing bylaws and changes must be presented to either the president or vice-president ten days prior to the first scheduled general membership meeting of the season.
