7th and 8th Grade 
 

 To be eligible for interscholastic athletic competition, a student must 

pursue a curriculum defined and approved by the Principal as a full-time 

curriculum.  

 The student must be passing at least four full-credit subjects, or the 

equivalent. 

o .5 semester courses may be combined to equal a full credit course. 

 Eligibility is cumulative from the beginning of a grading period, must be 

reported on a weekly basis, and must be filed with school office and 

Athletic Department. 

 Teachers are asked to update grades each Wednesday. 

 Counselors will pull grades from Infinite Campus each Thursday, and will 

update Athletic Eligibility One Drive. 

  Coaches will check the Athletic Eligibility One Drive to determine eligibility 

each Friday.  Any questions or concerns must be addressed that day. 

 Eligibility will run Sunday-Saturday, per PIAA. 

 Quarter grades, following PIAA guidelines, shall determine eligibility after 

their posting.  If no grades are given during an eligibility period, eligibility 

reverts back to the quarter grades.  

 1st week ineligible will be marked as probation.  Athlete can participate in 

games/matches and participate in study tables when available.  

 2nd consecutive week ineligible, athlete will be marked as ineligible. 

Athlete cannot play in games/matches, but can attend 

practice. Ineligible athletes are not permitted to travel with the team to 

away contests.
