FOR ACTIVE ATHLETIC DIRECTORS
Athletic Director of the Year
The candidate shall be an active athletic administrator who is recognized in the community as an educational leader and who maintains athletics as an integral part of the total educational program.  He/she shall administer an exemplary athletic program making full use of school and community resources and involving as many students as possible.

Hall of Fame
The candidate for the Hall of Fame shall be an athletic administrator who has demonstrated outstanding leadership in education/athletics and whose longevity and service has been exemplary.  (Usually retired.)
Distinguished Service Inside

Awarded by the NIAAA.  Recipient is an active athletic director who has made an outstanding contribution to interscholastic athletics.

State Award of Merit

The recipient must be an NIAAA member who has contributed to interscholastic athletics at both the local and state levels.

Sportsmanship, Ethics, and Integrity Award

This award is given to an athletic director who has displayed outstanding sportsmanship or has fostered an outstanding program in his/her school.

Tim Flannery Horizon Award

This award is given to an athletic director who is in his/her first 2-3 years of service in the profession.  This person should show professionalism and involvement in the profession that makes a difference for his/her school and league.

Middle School Athletic Director Award

This award is presented to an athletic director in recognition of service, leadership, and involvement with interscholastic athletics at the local and district level.  This person must be a member of the NEOIAAA.

FOR NORTHEAST OHIO HIGH SCHOOL SENIORS
Nelson Thinnes Scholarship

Each high school in northeast Ohio may submit one make and one female applicant to the awards committee.  Factors such as financial need, scholarship, and athletic achievement and leadership qualities are considered.  The scholarship check will be given when the student receives the tuition bill for school.
