Why didn’t BHS ABC have a meeting in January - Deb Poirier pointed out we should “follow-follow” Robert’s Rules that we have in place and should have had the meeting that was scheduled for January 27, 2014.

There was much discussion regarding concessions for the Soeby Spartan wrestling tourney.  J. Carter stated that 1 parent out of all the wrestling parents volunteered to work concessions for the tournament.  G. Archuleta spoke with Christi Dymond to work the concession for that day and signed up on “Sign-Up Genius”.  There was a miscommunication regarding concessions manager and G. Archuleta.  Head Cheer coach (Michelle) asked in principal only that cheer be compensated for all the volunteers and organization that was required to run concessions and then the

Cheer team was turned away.  She asked for $200 as it was ½ of what the soccer team made for the day.  G. Archuleta stated the cheerleaders don’t have the opportunity to work concessions because they are cheering at games.

Jennifer Carter made a comment that the cheer coach should come and ask for money.  Mr. McBride commented on the fact that she was basically “thrown into this job” to help get the cheer squad back on track. 

· Angie Purdy asked Mr. McBride if the cheerleaders pay the athletic fee of $125.  He confirmed they do, but do not have a budget from the district.

· J. Carter will call “the lady” at Turner middle school to explain how concessions work.

· J. Carter stated a health inspector came to the concessions and made a report:  “Shut down bulk food items that have to be handled with gloves.”

-Discussed a new room for concessions with is actually the old training room - close stairs off

-J. Carter called the LCHD and no one called back she stated.

-there is a 31-page application with basic guidelines

-commercial facilities outside cannot be used to prep items for inside BHS.
