Hopkinton had a 

goal in final seconds of regulation waved off by the referee, to their dismay and 

bewilderment. I confess that I too was puzzled by the decision. We won on a less-

controversial PK that rebounded back to the shooter (Crisman) who buried it. The 

final was also tense. Belmont had won every game they played, and played a 

physical, defensive, long-ball oriented game. Play was pretty even until Bow got 

its goal. After that, Belmont gradually got more and more of the attacking 



pressure but couldn’t get a goal, being denied by our defense and our goalkeeper 

(Bonifant November 4, 2012). This was Bow’s first back-to-back championship. 

Also, this was Crisman’s final season, and he repeated as the Monitor’s Player of 

the Year, I think. He was a treat to watch, for sure.
