It is important that every student who might want to participate in collegiate sports at the D1 or D2 level complete this NCAA initial eligibility application.  The confusing point for many students/parents is that many believe once they are accepted to college they are eligible to play sports.  This is not the case.  Regardless of college acceptance, all potential athletes must also be 'cleared' by the NCAA to play sports.  There are core courses which must be taken and passed to be eligible to play sports.  Just because an individual is accepted to college does not mean that they have been 'cleared' to play college sports.  If you think there's a chance you might want to 'walk on' to try out for collegiate sports, you must have completed the Clearinghouse application prior to making the team.   Don't waste playing time...go to the web site now and begin your NCAA Clearinghouse process.  All the information can be found on the web site.
