Dear Players and Parents,

Welcome to Cougar Volleyball

The Cougar Volleyball coaches are looking for dedicated student-athletes who take pride in their school and are willing to make a maximum effort in both the classroom and on the volleyball court.  Wearing a Cougar uniform is a privilege, one that carries both responsibilities and rewards.  The beginning of our season will commence with one of the most stressful for both you and the coaches.  That period is called the selection process.  We will keep from 10 - 15 players on the varsity and junior varsity. In reading this booklet you will become familiar with what the coaches are looking for you to display as pertains to volleyball.  We will attempt to grade each player on the skills we are looking for.  We will do our best to ensure that the best players are selected to the team and strive to give you a fair tryout.  If you have not spent any time preparing up to this point, in all probability you will be wasting your time and ours going through this process.  If you have been working hard and have the skills we are looking for, we want you in our program.

In order to make the volleyball team you must have a 2.0 grade point average on your most recent report card.  Please remember that volleyball is an extra-curricular activity.  It is not the primary reason you come to Chesapeake High School everyday.  If you cannot maintain adequate grades or you are a discipline problem in school, we cannot keep you on the team.  Please take me seriously when I tell you the school is FIRST and volleyball is second.  This will be strictly enforced.

Our coaches take great pride in our program and expect nothing but a dedication to excellence from the players we select.  Chesapeake Volleyball has the potential to be one of the top twenty teams in the state.  If you are up to the challenge of improving on this history we invite you to try out this year.  

Good Luck on your tryout process.  Work hard and you may become a member of the 2014 Chesapeake Volleyball team.

Administrative Issues

Purpose

The purpose of these guidelines is to document the tryout process to the Chesapeake community. The hope is that by making everyone familiar with the process, a general understanding is gained, misunderstandings are avoided, and doubts concerning fairness are removed.

1. At the Volleyball meeting you will be given this packet along with several sheets of paper that must be returned before you can begin your tryout.  You will need (1) completed and signed Guide for Student Athlete and Parent form, (2) completed and signed physical, (3) player information form, (4) Athlete Code of Conduct, (5) Pre-Participation Head Injury/Concussion Report.  Parent Permission form and physical will be turned in to the Athletic Director on August 8th at 7:30-8 pm.  The player information form and Athlete Code of Conduct form are to be turned in August 8th to me.  You cannot tryout for the 2014 team until all papers are turned in to the proper person.  August 13th is a practice day, not a paperwork collection day!   If you are unable to be there, you must make arrangements with the AD for the physical and parent permission forms.  

2. Tryouts may last up to three days.  A verbal confirmation will be given at the time of cuts with the players who have MADE OR NOT MADE the team.  If you have a question as to why you did not make the team you may ask a coach and he or she will meet with you in private to discuss your tryout.  You are welcome to work hard and tryout again in the future if this year does not work out.  

3. The first day of the fall season this year is August 13th.  Tryouts will begin on August 13th.  For returning players, players will meet at 7:30 am in the gym and first session will begin at 8 am and finish at 11 am on that Wednesday rating skills.  Beginning Thursday, tryouts will take on a different look.  There will a lot of game play. Character on the court will become the main focus.  Coaches will be rating player aggressiveness, ability to adapt, team work, and communication. For players new to Chesapeake Volleyball, try-outs will begin at 6 pm and finish at 9 pm on that Wednesday.  Thursday will be the first round of cuts with final cuts to finish on Friday.  New players to Chesapeake will go through a mini-camp on Wednesday and be evaluated on Thursday on their retention and performance.  On Friday, August 15th everyone, Grades 12th – 9th will gather for the last part of the try-outs that will run in an evening session with a 5:30 arrival and a 6 - 9pm session.  All players need to be dressed for practice at the assigned time and ready to receive instructions from the coaching staff.  Coaches will be rating player aggressiveness, ability to adapt, team work, and communication. Practice will begin on Saturday, August 16th.  The week of August 18th, practice will run 3:30 – 5:30 for JV and 6-8 pm for Varsity. Starting Monday, August 25th, JV practices will run from 3:15 pm until 5:30 pm.  Varsity will run from 6:30 pm until 8:45 pm.  
4. Be sure to bring the following items to practice everyday:  light weight court shoes, 2 pairs of shorts, 2 t-shirts, 2 pairs of socks, small towel to wipe sweat off, a sports capped water bottle, a jump rope and the most positive attitude you have ever had.  

5. For now, your equipment will have to be carried back and forth daily.  

SELECTING A TEAM

There are four criteria upon which the (sport specific) coaching staff examines and bases its decisions when selecting members for a (specific) team. It must be understood, that even in the defined areas, it is difficult to make judgments that are not somewhat subjective.
1. Skill ability -- (for example setting, hitting, passing serving)

2. Attitude - teamwork, hustle, desire, cooperation, positive support, willingness to be a team player no matter what role, ability to follow team rules and regulations , etc.

3. Long range interests of the program - consideration for potential player development, etc.

4. Particular needs of the team & player - (such as) shortage of tall players, setters, defensive players, speed, quickness, etc.

Volleyball is different from any other sport for 3 reasons.

1. Volleyball is one of the only true team sports that require players to act as one!

Through many hours of practice, each player gets to know what to expect from one another.  It is easy to think we can “just” sub someone in.  The players have to have complete confidence and trust in each other.  I spend a lot of time in practice to find that “perfect” match of players.  
2. Playing time is not necessarily guaranteed and the main priority is what is best for the team as a whole!

On average, I have 24 girls on the varsity and JV teams as a total. Normally, I have 12 players on each respective team. During each match, 33% of the team may not see play time. I will try to let each girl experience game play but once again it is not a guaranteed.

3. In volleyball, sitting on the bench is an accomplishment!

In almost every other sport, there is a chance to have a bad day. Volleyball is not one of those sports. If you are having a bad day, it will show and more than likely the other team will use that against you. A player sitting on the bench in volleyball is not like other sports. A player on the volleyball bench has beaten other girls out for that honor and should not feel bad at all because the team members on the court are the ones chosen for that situation to win.

Learning the information and proper techniques would not only benefit the player but it also shows a willingness to “go the extra mile” to the coaches.
A FEW SIMPLE GUIDELINES THAT MAY HELP YOU MAKE THE TEAM

Tryout Criteria

The coaching staff will be looking for coachable athletes who have a great work ethic and want to learn to be better players and teammates.

The following factors will be used to influence a coach’s selection

a. Tryout Evaluation Form: The evaluation process is an important piece of information to a coach’s decision but not the only piece. The tryout evaluation form provides an independent observers opinion on an individual’s specific skill; it does not provide important details regarding non-skills attributes nor does it take into consideration a coach’s style of play. For example, a coach with an attacking style of play may place a premium on size, strength, quickness, speed, and/or endurance; or a player may lack specific skills but is considerably stronger than anyone else. In both cases, the tryout evaluation form is a factor but not solely conclusive to a decision. 

b. Player Distribution: A quality, competitive team must have players that collectively possess all volleyball skills and attributes. For example, a quality competitive team cannot be comprised of all servers and hitters. So, once a coach has enough servers and hitters, his/her subsequent selection would be more heavily weighted to other skills like setting, passing, and receiving. 

c. Intangible skills: In addition to the tangible volleyball skills, a coach must also consider intangible elements when finalizing his/her roster. Intangible attributes would include: coachability, competitiveness, performance under pressure, court awareness, and team chemistry.
THE BIG THREE:  Do Not Say:
1.) “I’m sorry.” – anyone can say they are sorry, it takes work to fix your mistake.
2.) “I know.” – if you knew, you wouldn’t have done it in the first place.
3.) “I suck.” – you are learning and growing, mistakes and missteps are expected, but learning from them and correcting them is expected also.
What to Expect at Tryouts

Expect to work hard: You will be asked to perform all physical testing and drills at full speed.  You should run when shagging balls, when moving from drill to drill and when going to and from water breaks.

Skill Introduction:  Prospective student-athletes will be taught the basics of the Cougar Volleyball system, including passing, serving, attacking, setting, blocking and defense.  

Attitude Evaluation:  Prospective Cougars should be willing to try hard, make mistakes, learn from those mistakes and keep trying.  Coaches will take note of those players who demonstrate progress while learning new skills.

As with most team sports, coaches will evaluate players for their ability and potential to fill specific positional needs (setter, outside hitter, middle blocker, opposite hitter, defensive specialist, and/or libero).

How to Impress the Coaches

1. Be among the first to arrive in the gym and among the first to help set up nets and equipment.

2. Be among the first to line up for drills.

3. Look the coach in the eye when she/he speaks to you or the team.

4. Don’t mumble when a coach speaks to you.  Speak up, it shows you are interested and want to be noticed.

5. Be a champion ball shagger.

6. Be among the first to help take down the nets and put away the equipment.

7. Be respectful at all times.  Show the coaches respect and you will get the same in return.  Be disrespectful at any time and your tryout will be over.

8. Wear your name on an outer garment.  This is especially helpful to you and the coach if you are trying out for the first time.
Options for players not selected

Tryouts are a difficult time.  One of the toughest jobs for any coach is the final decision about which players make the team, and those who do not.  The Cougar Volleyball coaching staff strives to make all decisions fairly, without bias, based on a numerical calculation of all evaluators throughout the sessions of tryouts.  During the tryout process, it is not unusual for some girls to decide they would rather not continue trying out.  If you think you’d like to withdraw from consideration for a spot on the team, please talk with one of the coaches before leaving the gym.

If you are not selected this season, and would like to try out again in the future, there are other options available to you that may help you in the future.

1. Be a team manager. Volleyball managers have a chance to learn leadership and organizational skills and fill a valuable role on the team.

2. Play another sport for the Cougars.  Fall sports at Chesapeake include soccer, cheerleading, field hockey, golf, and cross country; winter sports are basketball, cheerleading, and winter track; in the spring you can run track, play tennis, lacrosse or golf.  There are always the Unified sports teams that need partners.  Stay active!
3. Try out for club volleyball.  
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TIME COMMITMENT FOR VOLLEYBALL

Like all worthwhile extra-curricular activities, high school sports require a substantial commitment.  Volleyball – an ultimate TEAM sport – demands that diverse individuals work as one, in a fast-paced test of coordination, concentration and – above all – cooperation.  Building a team requires a commitment of everyone’s TIME.

Our season is short…tryouts begin August 13th, and – just twelve weeks later – the regional tournament.  Focus during the brief period is incredibly important.

As a member of the Cougar Volleyball team, you are expected to:

Attend every practice

Skills training, lesson plans and game preparations are all built one step on top of another.  Coaches will not have the opportunity to help players “catch up.”  If you know you must miss a practice, you must call the coaches in advance.  Phone numbers will be given out once teams are assigned.  It will be your responsibility to make up the practice session that you missed.

Attend school on match days

Attend every match

On match days, Cougar Volleyball athletes must attend each other’s matches as well as their own.  The team not playing may be asked to help officiate the other match and/or record statistics and help during warm-ups and cleanup.  No one may leave a match early unless she receives permission from her coach; that permission is rarely given.

Ride the team bus

For most road matches at other high schools, all players must ride the team bus to the game.  A player should be prepared to do homework during the bus rides.  A player may, however, go home from the opponent’s gym with her parents as long as a TRAVEL RELEASE FORM has been turned into the athletic administrator’s office prior to departure.  All other players must return to Chesapeake High School on the team bus.  A player may not drive her own car to or from road matches.  

Avoid other conflicts

There are often different types of testing that takes place during the volleyball season.  Before you plan anything outside volleyball, please check with your coach for any VB obligation that you may be interfering with.  Try to avoid conflicts.
COUGAR VOLLEYBALL TEAM PHILOSOPHY

Volleyball played well is a thing of beauty.  Few athletic endeavors require as much teamwork; rarely does a sport reward hard work so completely.  Athletes who study the game and apply the lessons learned relish every opportunity to practice and play.  Spectators who watch competitive volleyball for the first time are easily hooked.

Your Cougar coaches love volleyball.  They are committed to you as students, as athletes and as young women.  It is their goal to provide every opportunity for you to become as good as you want to be.  More important, they strive to help you and your teammates become the best team you can be.

The team comes first

As a Cougar volleyball player, you agree that the team is paramount.  Your individual goals and your team’s goals do not necessarily conflict, but when they do, you accept that decisions are made for the good of the team.  Successes are sweeter – setbacks sting less – when they are shared.

Rules help our team run smoothly

Each player must decide if she buys into our system and is willing to commit to this team.  Every rule is for the benefit of the team, and you have to decide, in advance, whether you want to follow them.  If not, you should not be part of the team.

Our team thrives on trust and respect

You must trust your coach and your teammates, and behave in a way that earns their respect.  You must do everything reasonably necessary to make yourself and your team better.

Our athletes learn to be coachable

There is often more than one way to do things correctly.  In some cases, however, your coaches will select a specific strategy for the benefit of the entire team, even if it may not seem to benefit a particular individual.  You must be willing to make changes according to your coaches’ suggestions.  If coaches seem to be ‘riding’ you, it is usually because they think you are capable of a higher level of performance.

Our team works hard
Everyone wants to win, but few make the sacrifices to do it.  No one will give you anything in life, you must earn it.  You cannot cut corners.  If, for example, you don’t have a consistent, killer serve, you should work long and hard to get one.

Our team has balance

To balance academics, athletics, work and family, you must plan ahead and make difficult choices.  The choices you make will affect your future opportunities.  Choose wisely.

On our team, bench time is playing time

As a Cougar volleyball player, you maintain the same focus and enthusiasm whether you are between the lines or on the bench.  You accept that playing time is decided by the coach for the good of the team in the circumstances of the moment.  You know that Stevens’ bench is its secret weapon: every player has her head in the game at every moment, and is ready to come in at any opportunity.

Our team can be successful

Your coaches want you to know that almost any obstacle can be overcome with hard work.  Commitment, perseverance and responsibility will be rewarded.

Our team has fun

Volleyball is one of the most fun sports in the world.  You know you’ve chosen the right sport if you simply can’t wait to get back in the gym, and absolutely love stepping on the court with your friends and teammates every chance you get.

Our team passes it on

As you move through high school, share your new skills and insights with new or younger players.  Be generous with your time.  Consider helping at the middle school or club level as an assistant coach or referee.  Be an active and involved Cougar alumnus.

PARENT EXPECTATIONS

Parents have long been central to the success of the Cougar Volleyball program.  The Cougars enjoy an unusually high level of encouragement and sportsmanship from members of their extended family, including parents, teachers, school administrators and fans.  We welcome the chance to continue that tradition of support.

Communicating with coaches

Cougar coaches understand the parenting joys and frustrations that can accompany high school athletics.  We are glad to speak with you about your daughter, but ask that you:

· Insist that your daughter try to work out volleyball-related issues directly with her coach before enlisting your assistance.  Learning to deal with authority figures is one of the supreme benefits of participation in organized sports.

· Avoid jumping to conclusions.  Remember that some teenagers tend to exaggerate both when praised and criticized, and that decisions about complicated issues like playing time are usually the product of many factors.

24 Hour rule

If you are concerned about a volleyball-related issue that requires you to speak directly with a coach, we ask that you wait at least 24 hours after the triggering event.  Cooler heads are inevitably more productive.  We always enjoy chatting with parents at the conclusion of matches, but cannot address non-emergency issues at that time.  We also cannot interrupt practice sessions.  Respect the chain of command: child—head coach—athletic director—Principal—

School Board, and give each an opportunity to examine the issue.
Contacting the Coach

· Contact the Head Coach rather than the Assistant Coach or JV Coach.

· Call the school at (410) 255-9600.

· I will respond as soon I am available after receiving the message.

Meeting with the Coach

· Your daughter must know that you are meeting with the coach and/or be present.

· Conversation must be in a professional manner with regard to both language and conduct.

· Everyone gets a chance to talk, but everyone must listen as well.

· Emotional control by all parties is imperative.

· Meetings must not occur on game days, only by appointment, and a third party (assistant coach, assistant Athletic Director, or Athletic Director).

Ask about:

· What was your reasoning for doing what you did in this situation involving my child?

· Does my child work hard in practice and have a positive attitude at practice?

· In what areas does my child need to improve?

· Do you have some drills she could use to make these improvements?

· Is there something else I can do to help you?

WHAT NOT TO ASK ABOUT:

· Playing time

· Game strategies

· Other players

Red Flags for Parents

· Trying to solve her problems for her.
· Coaching her after she knows more about the game than you do.
· Expecting her to look at you during matches and time outs.
· Avoiding you after matches.
BEST THING TO SAY AFTER A MATCH:
I LOVE WATCHING YOUR TEAM PLAY!
Sportsmanship

All parents (and players) are expected to demonstrate the highest level of sportsmanship while representing Cougar Volleyball.  Please cheer for our team’s efforts and successes.  Parents and other fans should never celebrate our opponents’ mistakes.

· While in the gymnasium, keep all comments positive – remember, you are sitting among parents from the other school.  Please do not compare the skill or attitude of your daughter out loud with other members of the team.

· Volleyball officials are off-limits for parents.  Refrain from yelling at the referees – before, during and after the match – no matter what the perceived error or injustice.  Cougar coaches believe players must learn to perform under adversity, and to not waste emotion or effort on things not within their control.

· Take the time to learn more about volleyball rules and strategy.  What sometimes seems like a blown call or a poor coaching decision often looks much different if you a more detailed appreciation for the nuances of this sometimes – complicated sport.

Playing time

For coaches, delegating playing time is a zero-sum exercise; the decision to give one player more time on the court means another player will get less.  As such, all good coaches know that with each decision, however well-considered, comes the likelihood that someone will be disappointed.

· Strong teams have strong benches.  Players who keep focused on the match while not on the court greatly increase their chances of success once they enter the game.  Spirited bench players almost always infect their teammates with optimism and extra energy.

· Lineup decisions are primarily the result of careful consideration about our own team’s chemistry, and our opponent’s strengths and weaknesses.  Playing time is earned by hard work, proven performance and an occasional hunch.  Coaches take a season-long view about each player’s time on the court.

Parents should resist measuring their daughter’s volleyball experience solely by the amount of her playing time.  We strive to inject each player with a love for the sport, teaching her to value the opportunity to be strong and confident, whether in practice or a game. 
CHESAPEAKE VOLLEYBALL TEAM RULES

The purpose of these team rules is to ensure that all prospective players and subsequent team members conform to the same set of standards and act in a manner as to not bring discredit to Chesapeake High School nor the Volleyball program. I truly believe that every player who makes this team knows what is right and what is wrong behavior.  Common sense should prevail and if you are truly a student-athlete the below rules will never apply to you because you can be counted on to act in an appropriate manner at all times.

1. The head coach has the absolute authority in the selection and release of all volleyball prospects and players.

2. Profanity is not to be used by any player while on the court, sidelines or in the stands.  It will not make you a better volleyball player and only demonstrates you are not smart enough to say something more intelligent.

3. Players will not fraternize with any persons not associated with the volleyball team during the game, a practice or a scrimmage.  This includes parents, media, boyfriends and anyone else not dressed in a Chesapeake volleyball uniform or on our sideline.  Especially prior to the match – find a way to mentally prepare for the game!
4. Players must report all injuries to a coach immediately.  It is absolutely necessary that a coach is informed so that we may direct you to proper treatment for the injury.
5. Players will dress appropriately for practice.  Wear comfortable clothes: t-shirt, shorts/spandex, socks and court shoes.  Do not wear spaghetti-strap tops or shirts exposing a bare midriff.  Do not bring jewelry (including earrings) to the gym.

6. Your team uniform will only be worn for games.  On the day of away games, you will be allowed to wear your jersey to school to promote the team.  For home games, you are expected to dress up.  This is defined by NO jeans, sneakers, sweatshirts/pants.  Dresses, skirts, dress shoes, dress pants/khakis and dress shirts are acceptable.  If you are uncertain about a garment, do not wear it until consulting with the team leaders or coaching staff.
7. Wash your uniform after each game.  You are responsible for making sure you keep your uniform in good condition.  DO NOT USE BLEACH AS THIS WILL FADE THE BLUES IN THE UNIFORM.

8. Play hard, look sharp and remember, you represent yourself, your family, Chesapeake High School and Chesapeake Volleyball.

9. Proper conduct on the team bus is expected at all times. The ride to the game is when athletes must prepare for the game and behaviors not working toward this goal will not be tolerated.

10. Players will not dispute the decision of the referee.  This rule is for your protection as well as a team policy.  If you are thrown out of a game you must, by rule, miss the following game as well.  This does our team no good.  Leave communication with the referees up to the coaching staff.

11. Smoking, using alcohol, the use of any drugs and the like will result in removal from the Chesapeake High School Volleyball Team. There will be no variance on this AACPS policy.

12. You will show respect to your teachers at all times.  If you are misbehaving in class and are failing to represent the volleyball team in a first class manner, your position on the volleyball team will be in jeopardy. We have very little tolerance to student-athletes who act in a manner to bring discredit to our program.  Establish a great attitude now; it will follow you for a lifetime and you will reap the rewards.

COLLEGE OPPORTUNITIES

There were 403,985 student athletes playing high school volleyball in the 2009-2010 season.

There were 14,277 volleyball players in NCAA member schools (That’s approximately 285 from each state) during that same year and approximately 7500 scholarships awarded (approximately 3.53% of players went on from high school to college to play volleyball.)

That is roughly 1.86% of high school volleyball players who will receive a volleyball scholarship.  

That means that your daughter has a 98.14% chance of getting to college in some other manner than by volleyball scholarship.

Let’s put our effort into the best odds.  Plan to attend college by any means necessary.  For most volleyball playing high schoolers, that is not by volleyball scholarship.

Volleyball scholarships are more often awarded in percentages.  That is why it is important to study.  The percentage of a volleyball scholarship is usually low.  The real money is in the academic and “other money” available for student-athletes.  

Start with a rigorous academic schedule.  Colleges want students who have worked hard in their high school coursework.  Next, at guidance, find our where and when the SAT is being given.  Be sure to take the SAT in the Volleyball off-season.  Secondly, make sure to take it early so you can re-take it before your senior year season.  It is never too early.  Most students do better when they take the test for a second time.
