Tournament Summary:

The Fort LeBoeuf Varsity Tournament traditionally kicks off the volleyball season on the first Saturday of the season, however, due to conflicts for the FLB coaches, the tournament was pushed to this weekend.  The change in dates didn’t cause any problems for the Corry volleyball team as they finished 3rd out of 16 teams.

Corry finished second in the first round pool, beating Seneca and Sharpsville, and losing a close game to Warren 24-25.  Beating Sharpsville (D10 semi-finalist opponent last year) and playing Warren to the final point, after losing three straight games on Wednesday, was a positive start to the day.

The second pool (all the second place teams from the first round) was more competitive.  Corry again finished second after splitting with Altoona, sweeping Harborcreek (last years D10 champs) and splitting with Chautauqua Lake. Altoona ran a very fast tempo (low sets to all hitters) offense which put a lot of pressure on the young Corry defense.  A highlight of the day was Corry coming back from a 19-24 deficit and winning 25-24 in the first set.  After beating Harborcreek in two straight, Corry needed to win two sets over CL to finish with a 5th seed in the playoffs or one set to be seeded 6th.  Corry again won the first set 25-24 against a good ball control team in Chautauqua Lake, but wasn’t able to finish the second set and ended up second in the pool to Altoona. 
As the 6th seed we played 11th seeded Seneca in the first round of the gold bracket playoffs.  Corry’s strong serving and solid serve receive passing led the team to an easy 25-16 win.  This put us in the quarterfinals versus the #3 seeded Warren Dragons.   Corry was able to exact a little revenge for last Wednesday’s sweep by beating Warren 25-19 and knocking the Dragons out of the tournament.  Corry’s strong serving (2 aces by Makenna Moore and 1 ace each by Tayler Elchynski, Halle Albers, and Aubrey Chase) and effective hitting (three kills each by Emmalee Carr and Aubrey Chase) kept Warren on defense the whole game.
Beating Warren advanced Corry to the semi-finals and a match-up with Region 4 and District 10 AA foe, North East.  Expectations coming into the season was North East is the team to beat; with two 6-foot hitters and a great setter, North East will be a challenge for any team they face. Corry played well in both games and was tied 21-21 in the first set and 23-23 in the second set, but just couldn’t finish either game with a win.    Despite a significant size disadvantage, Corry hitters scored (Aubrey Chase with 7 kills, Halle Albers with 4, and 2 kills each for Makenna Moore and Allison Sawyer).  

The Fort LeBoeuf tournament is always an early test; playing so many teams allows the Corry team to play against different offensive and defensive skills.  Strong defensive teams like Fort Leboeuf, Chautauqua Lake, and Warren put pressure on Corry hitters.  Playing big hitters that are on teams like Altoona, Warren, and North East cause our blockers and defense to be much more in sync with each other. 

Coach Goodsel said: “Finishing 3rd was a solid finish for our team.  We played well in both Pool 1 and Pool 2 when it is hard to focus (playing six different teams), and we turned our play up a notch when we started playing in the gold playoff brackets.”  Seniors Tayler Elchynski and Lakota Donaldson led the team into the new season with solid serve receive passing, some great defensive plays, and solid serving.  Juniors Kyla Frisina and Sara Colwell had 4 and 7 kills respectively.  Sophomores Payton McCray and Kendyll Chamberlin ran a very balanced offense, dishing out over 100 assists combined. Corry outside hitters carried a big offensive load with Halle Albers and Makenna scoring 38 kills combined.  Allison Sawyer and Emmalee Carr were very effective as right-side hitters pounding 16 and 9 kills and team leading 5 blocks combined. Corry middle hitters Aubrey Chase, Sara Colwell, and Sadye Dyne shared the middle hitter position and led the team with 46 kills.  Defensively Elchynski, Donaldson, and Sydney Woods kept the ball off the floor when the opponents were hitting the ball hard.
Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

Passing and serving are the keys to the sport of volleyball and Corry did both well on Saturday.  Passing the ball allowed Corry to stay in system and spread the offense around to multiple hitters.  Serving is our first offensive weapon and helps our defense set-up early because the other team struggles to run more than one hitting option.
The next two weeks we have a challenging schedule, playing CASH (Conneaut, PA – 3x D10 AAA champs and who finished second at the FLB Tournament) on Tuesday and then Cathedral Prep on Wednesday; then we play three matches the following week (Union City, 2x State Champs – Clarion, and Mercyhurst Prep), plus the Meadville tournament on Saturday.
