Tournament Summary:

The annual Maplewood tournament includes District 10 playoff competitors for a challenging tournament for all participants as teams prepare for final weeks of the season and this years tournament was no different.  Two of the top 10 class A teams in the state (Cochranton and Maplewood – who won the tournament), strong AAA teams (CASH and Meadville), AAAA McDowell, and several likely AA potential playoff opponents (FLB, Greenville, Union City, and Saegertown) made for a great Saturday of volleyball. 
Corry started the day facing a CASH, a team the lady beavers had faced seven times throughout the season and was 0-7, and jumped on the Eagles early winning the first set 25-18.  Corry scored the last five points on a couple of CASH mistakes and two kills by sophomore Aubrey Chase and an ace by fellow classmate Kendyll Chamberlin.  The second set was also very competitive, tied 16-16 on a kill by Halle Albers, until a couple of Corry errors and CASH hitters got on a run to win the second set 25-20.
Corry dominated the second opponent Greenville with strong serving and effective hitting.  Despite an injury to sophomore outside hitter Makenna Moore Corry hitters kept scoring effectively.  Junior Kyla Frisina took over for Moore and immediately pounded a kill down the line.  Sophomore Allison Sawyer led the team with 5 kills against Greenville, hitting both from the outside and from the right side.
Maplewood was the third opponent and Corry played well in the first set, taking the 15-14 and 16-15 leads on consecutive Sawyer kills.  Maplewood went to their 3-time all-state outside hitter, Sadie Thomas down the stretch and took the first set 25-20.  In the second set, Corry serve receive passing broke down and had multiple hitting errors resulting in a fairly easy Maplewood win.  Really, the only game the lady beavers struggled all day.
Going into the final pool play game against Union City, the playoff positioning was pretty well wrapped up, with Corry being a 3rd seed if they won one game against the bears.   In the first set, multiple sophomore hitters scored (middle hitter Aubrey Chase, outside hitter Allison Sawyer, middle hitter Sadye Dyne, and opposite hitter Emmalee Carr) stretching a 10-8 Corry lead to a 17-11 lead and then Corry coasted the rest of the way behind senior libero Tayler Elchynski serving.  A key highlight of the second set was Junior Kyla Frisina leading the team with 7 kills on multiple shots down the line and hard cross court.
The third seeded Corry team from pool 1 faced the sixth seed (from pool 2) Cambridge Springs in one game to 25.  Cambridge Springs played with intensity and excitement on every point and while Corry never trailed by two points, the flow just didn’t feel comfortable until Aubrey Chase tied the score at 19-19.   After a Kendyll Chamberlin service ace and two Chase kills, Corry closed out the game 25-21.  The win moved Corry to the quarterfinals to face the second seeded Meadville.
Meadville changed their line-up which caused Corry problems early in the game and the lady beavers trailed 3-8 before coach Goodsel called timeout.   The Corry team responded well after the time out building a 10-8 lead on three service aces by Halle Albers and a kill by Chase.  Corry maintained the lead to 20-20, where the rest of the game neither team could build more than one point lead until Meadville won the game 27-25.
The last few points were long rallies with both teams playing great defense.  Junior Sara Colwell came up big with a block, and when the ball did get around the Corry block, Sophomore Sydney Woods was a vacuum picking up 11 digs in just the Meadville game; and Kendyll Chamberlin and Tayler Elchynski both passing 8 digs.  

The bottom-line, we just didn’t get a kill when we needed one down the stretch against Meadville.   Overall, it was a very good day with everyone getting playing time as we head into a big week of Region 4 play (at Fort LeBoeuf on Tuesday and hosting North East on Thursday) and then District 10 playoffs the week of 10/24 said coach Kelly Goodsel. 

For the tournament, the offense was orchestrated by Payton McCray, Kendyll Chamberlin, and Keira Knight with 32, 21, and 16 assists respectively.   Primary hitters were Aubrey Chase, Allison Sawyer, Halle Albers, and Kyla Frisina (20, 19, 17, and 9 kills).  Elchynski and Woods kept the ball alive with 43 and 23 digs.  Senior Lakota Donaldson led the team with a 2.13 serve receive rating (next best was 1.67).
