Corry sweeps Fort LeBoeuf 3-0 and moves to 8-0 in Region 4

Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

Corry volleyball wins the 11th match in a row and sets up a Region 4 championship match against North East on Thursday at home.  Before we could worry about North East and Thursday, all we talked about this week was focusing on a very well coached Fort LeBoeuf team said coach Goodsel.  The focus paid off and resulted in a tough three set sweep of the lady Bison.
The first set did not start out well as Fort LeBoeuf jumped out to a 4-0 lead on effective short serving and continued to build the lead behind strong hitting and Corry errors.  When the Bison were up 16-8, coach Goodsel finally called time out and somehow the momentum immediately changed.   Corry scored coming out of the time out sending Makenna Moore who proceeded to serve seven points in a row, helped by a Sadye Dyne kill and a big double block by Allison Sawyer and Dyne.  Corry tied the game 16-16 forcing a FLB time out, and from that point it was a point for point battle.  With LeBoeuf leading 23-22, Kendyll Chamberlin set up middle hitter Aubrey Chase for a kill and then Moore had a another kill to make the score 24-23.  At game point, Corry appeared to win the set on a back-row attack, only for the official to correct his mistake and ordered a replay.   Fort LeBoeuf took advantage of the replay and tied the game at 24, only to see Moore hit a well-placed kill to give Corry a 25-24 lead and LeBoeuf responded with a kill of their own.  With the score tied 25-25, Payton McCray set the ball outside to Makenna Moore who  pounded a kill through the block and Moore sealed the 27-25 win with a service ace. 
The second set was point for point up to 10-10 when another Sadye Dyne – Allison Sawyer block, Dyne kill, and Moore ace stretched the lead to 15-10 and a FLB time out.  Allison Sawyer had a kill from the right side and Halle Albers’ kill from the outside stretched the lead to 20-13.  Corry cruised the rest of the way to a 25-17 win.
The third set saw a significantly different LeBoeuf line-up that proved to be effective and set was a two or three point game up to 20-19 Corry lead.  Corry’s defense the last 5 points frustrated Fort LeBoeuf with several long rallies resulting in Bison hitting errors and Corry points, and the 25-21 win. 
Senior libero Tayler Elchynski had a solid night with 15 digs (including a long chase, passing the ball just before hitting the back wall of the gym and Corry scored the point) and two service aces.   Moore finished with 9 kills and 5 service aces, and Albers and Chase contributed 7 and 5 kills respectively.

This was a big win for our program, Fort LeBoeuf is a very well coached team and coach Johnson changed line-ups several times forcing our team to adjust our offensive and defensive focus, said coach Goodsel.  A couple of subtle plays that don’t show up in the stats line, in set one, sophomore Sydney Woods came in and made a great serve receive pass to get us into our offense and tied up the game at 21-21; in the second set senior Lakota Donaldson came in to provide a rest; and finally in the third set juniors Sara Colwell (opposite hitter) and Keira Knight (setter) gave the Fort LeBoeuf team their own changes to have to adjust to.  
With Corry’s win and North East winning Tuesday night, both teams are 8-0 in the Region 4 action and sets up a championship match Thursday night at Corry high school.  The other important factor of Thursday’s match is the winner will likely be seeded #1 in the D10 playoffs the loser will be on the opposite side of the bracket, seeded second (to Saegertown – Region 3 winners) on that side of the bracket.  District 10 playoffs (time, place, and opponents) will be announced later this week.
