Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

Corry volleyball defeated the 2021 D10 champs on their home court Tuesday night with a solid three sets to one win.  Corry moved to 6-0 in Region 4 and is tied with North East.
Corry and Harborcreek competed point for point to 9-9 when Corry serving started to push Harborcreek out of system and the lady beavers started scoring.from all positions.  Sophomores Halle Albers, Sadye Dyne, Makenna Moore, Aubrey Chase, and Allison Sawyer all had multiple kills and while Corry maintained the lead, it was a 3 – 5 point game all the way to the 25-21 finish.
The second set, Corry started to figure out the Harborcreek defense and jumped out to a 5-0 lead and really were never threatened.   Chase and Moore led the team with three kills in set two, Sawyer and Albers had two kills, and junior opposite hitter Sara Colwell contributed with a couple of nice plays on the right side and a kill.  Junior Keira Knight had a nice night running the offense dishing out 9 assists and serving well.
The third set was all Harborcreek behind tough serving (resulting in poor Corry serve receive passing) and strong swings from their two seniors, outside hitter Olivia Swinarski and middle hitter Samantha Zank.

The fourth set started and ended a lot like the second set with Corry jumping out to a quick lead and kept Harborcreek scrambling most of the set. With the score tied 11-11 and Harborcreek mounting a comeback and building momentum, senior Tayler Elchynski had flying – diving serve receive overpass that flew over the net and landed in the deep right corner on Harborcreeks side of the court, giving Corry an important point and put the momentum back on Corry’s side.

Halle Albers led the Corry offense with five kills and Makenna Moore defended the back line with 9 digs in the final set. 
It was another balanced offense led by quarterbacks of the offense, Payton McCray had 15, Kendyll Chamberlin had 10, and Keira Knight had 9 assists. Three different setters setting six different hitters is hard to defend.  Halle Albers and Makenna Moore both had double-doubles (14 kills, 10 digs for Albers and 11 kills, 21 digs for Moore).
I told the team after the match that I was proud of how they played and regained their composure after the third set loss, pointing out that as we play better and better teams, we can’t afford to give away a set like we did in set three, said Coach Goodsel.
