Corry drops Region 4 championship to North East in 4 sets.

Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

In front of a large and very loud crowd, Corry dropped the Region 4 championship match three sets to one to the North East Grapepickers who entered the match ranked 4th in the PVCA poll.
The first set was 5-5 as both teams were working through the big game jitters.  The second time North East went through their rotation, the big six-foot tall hitters for North East (#6 Kaydence Jones and #19 Kayla Forsythe) made their mark hitting over the smaller Corry block and built a 15-10 lead before Corry called a time out.  Corry responded to the time out with an immediate side out on a Makenna Moore kill and then went to the service line and behind a Aubrey Chase kill, and several North East errors, Corry tied the game up 15-15 and a grapepicker timeout.  With the score 20-19, Corry had consecutive kills by Sadye Dyne and Allison Sawyer, and a service ace by Payton McCray made the score 23-19.  North East responded with a kill and a Corry hitting error tightened the score 23-21 when Makenna Moore had another kill down the line.  After a kill by North East Corry took a timeout to set up the offense, and after a very long rally resulting in a North East kill, Halle Albers hit a hard cross-court kill to close the set 25-23.

The second and third sets North East handled the young lady beavers by getting out to early leads because of poor first ball contact (serve receive passing), making the offense very predictable (setting the outside hitter) and too easy for North East to set their big hitters in system.  
Corry finally took an early lead 9-4 in the fourth set on kills by Albers and Moore, and a couple of more aces by Aubrey Chase.  North East battled back and took the lead 13-11 and maintained the two point advantage to 17-15 when they stretched the lead to 21-15 and things were looking bleak for the home team.  Aubrey Chase had two consecutive kills on assists from Kendyll Chamberlin and a Makenna Moore kill made it 19-21 and the crowd was back in the match.  North East scored on a kill and the Tayler Elchynski scored on a very unusual free ball kill misplayed by the grapepickers.   Moore had another kill to make the score 22-23 and after a NE kill, Moore pounded another kill to make the score 23-24.  North East was able to serve receive well enough to set the ball outside to their big hitter, Kaydence Jones to win the match 25-23.

I liked the way we played defensively and unfortunately, we didn’t pass well enough to keep the offense in system.  When we’re playing a great team like North East, we need to stay in system more and put more pressure on their defense.  We have played them probably 12 times this year and NE probably leads the series 7-5, and if we play them again, it will be a more competitive match.
