Corry wins on Senior night with double sweep (3-0, 2-0) over Northwestern

Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

The Corry community came out in mass to celebrate the volleyball careers of two wonderful young women, seniors Lakota Donaldson and Tayler Elchynski.  After the junior varsity team swept their opponent, the game announcer introduced four Northwestern seniors and then focused on the Corry side of the court where Lakota along with her father and grandmother and Tayler escorted by her parents were introduced to the large crowd.  After a few pictures and hugs, and the normal pre-match warm-ups, it was time to get the match started. 
The first set on senior night is always challenging for the team to focus and add in the big win over Harborcreek on Tuesday night, Corry was clearly pre-occupied with something other than playing clean volleyball.  The young Northwestern team built a 9-4 lead before Corry got organized and started playing like the fans expected.  From 9-4, Corry went on a 21-6 run to dominate the rest of set 1. Setter Kendyll Chamberlin led the team with three service aces and had 8 assists in the opening game.  Fellow sophomores Allison Sawyer and Emmalee Carr each had three kills from the opposite hitter position.
The second set featured a different line-up with the two seniors (Lakota and Tayler), three juniors (Sara Colwell, Kyla Frisina, and Keira Knight), and sophomore Makenna Moore.  Northwestern again jumped out to an early 5-2 lead before Kyla Frisina hit a kill down the line and turned the momentum in Corry’s favor.  Sara Colwell helped keep rallies alive with sharp angle swings from the right side, while Keira Knight and Payton McCray combined for 10 assists spread among five different hitters (Frisina, Sawyer, and Sadye Dyne had 2 kills each and Makenna Moore had 3 kills in the set.  Despite some inconsistent play, Corry was never threatened and won the game 25-17.
Much to the Corry fans liking, the third set started out all Corry with a 7-1 lead and after Northwestern closed the gap to 11-9, Corry extended the lead and was never challenged.  Allison Sawyer and Halle Albers led the third set with 4 kills each primarily set-up by Payton McCray.  With the score 17-12 Corry, Albers subbed in for Lakota Donaldson and the crowd saluted the senior with applause as coach Goodsel and all her teammates embraced Lakota with hugs and congratulations.   Shortly after, with Corry leading 21-13, Sadye Dyne entered the match for senior Tayler Elchynski who received a loud applause from the crowd and hugs from coaches and the team. 
While the coaching staff wasn’t excited about how the team played, the smiles and comradery amongst the seniors and teammates was fun to witness.  Additionally, future defensive specialists or libero sophomore Sydney Woods and Tori Kinney got some extended playing experience.  I thought Allison Sawyer (who led the team with 8 kills) and Sadye Dyne (who had 5 kills for the second match in a row) continue to develop different shots, or hitting angles that are scoring. 
McCray led the team with 22 assists and Kendyll Chamberlin chipped in 11 assists.
