Corry wins second consecutive match, beating Union City in the first region match of the season 3-0

Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

The large Corry crowd cheered on the team to its second consecutive win and first region win of the season over the visiting Union City Bears.  
The first set was a back-and-forth game for the first 11 points with Corry leading 6-5, when sophomore setter Kendyll Chamberlin went to the service line and behind strong serving, two kills by sophomore Aubrey Chase and another kill by sophomore Halle Albers, pushing the lead to 11-5.  Corry maintained the six-point lead to 19-13 when sophomore Makenna Moore went to the service line and fired three service aces around a couple of Union City errors and closed out the set 25-15.

The second set Corry started the game serving with Moore at the line and rattled off 5 straight points on Union City errors.  Corry extended the 5-0 lead to 14-4 on kills by sophomore middle hitters Aubrey Chase and Sadye Dyne.  Corry cruised the rest of the way, making a couple of unforced errors, but closing the set out comfortably 25-17.

The third set Union City scored the opening point on a Corry hitting error, but with Moore at the service line again, Corry scored seven straight points on kills by Moore, Dyne, and fellow sophomore Allison Sawyer.  Junior Kyla Frisina extended the Corry lead to 16-8 on a nice cross-court kill.  Albers, Moore, and Chase all had kills to maintain the eight-point lead when freshman Sydney Mineo made her varsity game debut, pleasing the loud crowd with a service ace.  The third set and match ended on a Union City hitting error. 
The difference in the match was found at the service line, specifically on the Corry side of the net with the lady beavers rifling 14 service aces versus only 4 errors.  Makenna Moore had a big night with 8 kills, 7 service aces, and 12 digs.   The offense was spread pretty evenly by sophomore setters Payton McCray and Kendyll Chamberlin who collected 14 and 12 assists respectively.  In addition to Moore’s 8 kills, Aubrey Chase had 7, Halle Albers had 6, and Allison Sawyer had 5 kills.    When Union City was in system, Corry’s defense kept the ball off the floor, led by seniors Tayler Elchynski and Lakota Donaldson with 10 and 3 digs in the match.

This was an important match, first region match and first of three consecutive nights of play.  It was good to get this one behind us and play two solid matches in a row.  Tomorrow will be another early season challenge, hosting the Clarion Bobcats, the 2-time defending state champions.
