Corry moves to D10 Semis with 4-set win over Fort LeBoeuf

Keys to Outcome & Coaches Comments:

The Corry volleyball team rebounded from a weak performance in the second set to beat Fort LeBoeuf in four sets Wednesday and advance to the District 10 semifinals (25-21, 11-25, 25-20, 25-18).
Corry opened the match with a steady performance only trailing at one time 13-14, and then closing the set out 25-21 after being tied at 20-20.  The Corry serving game was strong in the first set, registering five aces (Tayler Elchynski – 2, Makenna Moore – 2, and Aubrey Chase – 1) and multiple tough serves, keeping Fort LeBoeuf out of system and allowed the lady beavers to run the offense off of transition defense or from free balls.  Four different players registered kills in the first set (Aubrey Chase - 4, Makenna Moore - 3, Halle Albers , and Sadye Dyne with one each).
The second set was a mess from the very beginning.  Corry missed the opening serve and quickly dug a hole with the score 2-9 before coach Goodsel called timeout.  The seven-point LeBoeuf lead grew to an eleven point lead (20-9) with Fort LeBoeuf scoring consistently from their middle hitters and bringing their outside hitters to the middle of the court as well.  
The third set did not start out very well for the lady beavers as Fort LeBoeuf carried forward the second set momentum into a 3-0 lead and the worry was visible on the Corry players and coaches faces.  After a Halle Albers kill to make the score 4-2 FLB, senior Libero Tayler Elchynski went to the service line and helped turn the game in Corry’s favor, running off eight straight points and a 10-4 Corry lead.  The lady beavers maintained the lead to 23-17 before FLB made a late scoring run on a kill and two Corry hitting errors, forcing a Corry timeout at 23-20.  Sophomore setter Payton McCray set up Halle Albers for a kill down the line and then fellow sophomore setter Kendyll Chamberlin closed out the set with a service ace.
After three sets, two tight games and getting blown out in the other, the Corry fans were relieved to jump out to a 7-0 lead forcing a LeBoeuf timeout, only to see Corry extend the lead even farther to  a 12-0 lead before the bison finally scored.  The 12-0 score didn’t last long as the FLB kept battling and chipping away at the lead forcing a Corry timeout at 17-14.  Corry responded with a little run behind a Makenna Moore ace, another Halle Albers kill and a couple bison errors made the score 22-16 beavers.  Sophomore Aubrey Chase hit the last two balls for kills, helping win the fourth set 25-18 and closing out the match three games to one.
The style of this team was on full display tonight: serving tough, good passing, and great defense won the match, despite a very lopsided second set.  Senior Libero Tayler Elchynski had 21 digs, two service aces, and a leading role of organizing the defense.  Halle Albers and Aubrey Chase both had 11 kills and combined for three aces.  Makenna Moore didn’t have her greatest offensive effort made up for it from the service line, serving 7 aces and playing great defense with 21 digs.  Payton McCray and Kendyll Chamberlin led the offense with 19 and 10 assists respectively, but contributed mightly on defense with another 20 digs.  Sophomore middle hitter Sadye Dyne continues to improve each match had three kills and a big block from the middle and sophomore opposite Allison Sawyer who was coming off an illness had a block, a kill, a couple of digs, and multiple touches at the net which allowed Corry to play defense behind her.
I thought our bench really contributed to the win tonight, with every player contributing positive plays when the they were on the court.   Sophomore opposite hitter Emmalee Carr was steadying force on the right side, picking up three digs and keeping Fort LeBoeuf from scoring. Junior outside hitter Kyla Frisina hit a kill down the line and was one of three players to hit positive, senior Lakota Donaldson and sophomore Sydney Woods both came in the back row to improve the serve receive or defensive dynamics, and junior Keira Knight made a nice serve in when the pressure was on.  Coming in off the bench is not easy, managing nerves, knowing the other team is going to serve or hit in your direction, staying engaged with the scouting report, and keeping the pressure on the opponent with good serves or swings, can be a real challenge.  Everyone of our players contributed at key moments of the match and I’m super proud of them said Coach Goodsel.
“I’m really proud of how the team responded to the second set loss, stopping the bison momentum and building our own confidence in a pressure-packed playoff game is never easy.  And while we had a lot of great plays, we really didn’t play crisp, making the third set a real battle”, said coach Kelly Goodsel.  “We have talked about mental maturity all season and the ability to respond to adversity  (a questionable call or getting down two sets to one, or a player being sick or hurt), and the third and fourth sets were example of that maturity developing.  The difference between good teams and very good teams is being able to stay focused, playing at a high level for longer and longer stretches of a game.” Goodsel continued.
#3 seed Corry will face Saegertown, the Region 3 champions and #2 seed in the District 10 semifinals next Wednesday night – November 2nd (time and place to be announced).  The other semi-final match will be North East (#1 seed) against Mercyhurst Prep (#5 seed).
