Policies and Guidelines

A. Awards and Recognition

1. Plaques

a. Will be presented to all participating members including coaches for League and/or District Champions and beyond


b. No duplications for attaining higher levels

c. AD (Athletic Director) will be responsible to order plaques with season stats and achievements.

2. T-Shirts

a. Will be presented to all State Qualifiers

b. Eliminated this section (pending approval)
3. Lightweight Wind jacket

a. Will be presented to all State Place winners

b. Place winners receive jacket in lieu of T-Shirt

1) AD has the right to substitute another award in lieu of the jacket provided the cost is the same or less than the cost of the jacket.

4. Photos


a. School has paid for all large photos of State Champs and/or All-State Status recognition.  Booster Club is not responsible for these.

B.   Booster Club Funding

1. End of season awards

a. Annually the Booster Club will determine the amount to be allocated for end of season awards.  

b. Coaches are limited to a maximum of 6 individual awards per team. (pending approval)
c. AD will be responsible to order the awards based on the requests of coaches.

d. Choice of type of award will be at the discretion of the AD.

2. Outstanding Senior Booster Club Awards

a. A memento will be awarded to one senior member for each team.

b. Annually the Booster Club will determine the memento to be awarded.

3. Support requests from Booster Club Funds
a. Head coach must make the request in writing using form provided by Booster Club.   If unable to attend the meeting, a request must be made to the President.

b. Head, assistant or certified coach must accompany the athletes.

c. Money must be available.  All scholarships and other dedicated money are allocated first.

d. Players involved in any Booster Club funding should be eligible for the next immediate regular season.

1) EX.  Softball requests money for January tournament.  Seniors are eligible but 8th graders are not.

2) EX.  Wrestlers request money for an April tournament.  Seniors are not eligible but 8th graders are.

4.  Special requests – These are requests that do not fall under B-3 for support (rev 8/2012)
a. Invitation to an event must be made directly through the school via the AD office.

b. Selection is based directly upon performance and participation in a school recognized sport

c. Event must be held prior to the start of the following school year.

d. Students must attend Milton High School

e. Request for funding must be made in person by both the athlete and his/her coach.

f. Money must be available.  All scholarship and other dedicated money are allocated first.

g. Maximum amount of funding is $100 per individual or $500 per team.  A team is considered 3 or more athletes per sport per season.

5. The Booster Club will not provide individual or team support that does not meet the criteria listed in B.3 or B.4.. (rev 8/2012)
C. Fundraising

1. There will be an All-Sport fundraiser for the General Fund each season. (Fall, Winter, Spring)

a. All Teams/Participants in each respective season will be required to participate in the fundraiser.

b. Fundraiser for each season may change from year to year and season to season.

2. Each team may fundraise as much or as little as they desire provided they participated in the All-Sport fundraiser designated by the Booster Club for that season.
a. Funds raised for the individual team will be allocated for that team to use.

b. Funds may be used at the coaches discression provided they follow the guidelines determined by the Booster Club.

1) Athletic fundraiser must be pre-approved by the Booster Club.

2)   All money will be deposited into the Booster Club account and accrued into a sport specific account.

3) All money  spent must be presented to the Booster Club.(pending approval)
4) Eliminated (pending approval)
c.  To get reimbursed, the head coach must submit receipt and written request to the President using the Booster Club form.
d.  Should a team ever be dissolved at the school level, all funds set aside for the team will become part of the Booster Club general fund.

e. If money is not used to benefit the athletic programs, Booster Club reserves the right to sanction the coach by requiring prior approval for all future spending.(pending approval)
3.  All funds raised via concession stand and 50/50 at a regularly scheduled in-season or post-season competition events belong to the Booster Club and will be deposited into the General Fund.  For any other events, prior approval is required to use funds from the concession stand or 50/50 as a fundraiser.

D. Cookie Jar Fund 

1. Annually the Booster Club will determine the amount to be allocated for this fund or determine none to be available. 

2. Head coach can submit receipts for reimbursement up to maximum allocated amount.

a. Maximum amount will be based on amount allocated per participant times the number of participants on the roster at the beginning of the season.

b. AD will present the Club with the number of participants.

3.  Coaches can use the money as they see fit for the benefit of the participants.
