THE WILLIAMSPORT AREA HIGH SCHOOL BOOSTERS CLUB
BY-LAWS

REVISED: AUGUST 2007

ARTICLE 1 – NAME AND PURPOSE


SECTION 1: 
The name of the organization shall be known as the 

Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club.


SECTION 2: 
The purpose of the organization shall be as follows:

a. To bring together into one active group, people of the Williamsport area who have an interest in wanting to help the Williamsport Area High School athletic teams and athletes.
b. To arouse and maintain a keener public interest in high school athletics and draw larger crowds to all contests.
c. To legitimately assist deserving athletes in accordance with the constitution and by-laws of the Pennsylvania Interscholastic Athletic Association, and to encourage high school graduation.
d. To render assistance, as requested, to the coaching staffs and administration for the success of the athletic program and increase school spirit.
e. To make every present and potential athlete at Williamsport Area High School conscious of the fact that he or she has the interest, admiration and support of the Boosters Club.

SECTION 3:
The fiscal year of the organization shall be from July 1 until June 30 of the succeeding year.

ARTICLE 2 – DUES

SECTION 1: 
Dues for all members of the Club shall be set annually by the Officers. Membership shall be for the fiscal year. For example: One membership fee per family.

SECTION 2:
This membership fee allows you to vote at your Satellite Club and Main Boosters meetings.

ARTICLE 3 – MEETINGS

SECTION 1:
Regular meetings of the current officers and a representative 
from each Satellite Club shall be held three or four times a year; 
the time and place will be at the discretion of the officers. All 
meetings are open to all Booster members.


SECTION 2:
Special meetings of the membership may be called by the President.


SECTION 3:
Notice of all meetings of the organization shall be made known to the members.


SECTION 4:
All Satellite booster clubs shall be represented at each meeting. A $25.00 penalty will be deducted from the clubs account balance for not being represented. THIS PENALTY WILL BE WAIVED 2007-2008.

ARTICLE 4 – OFFICERS 


SECTION 1:
The officers of the organization shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary and Treasurer.

SECTION 2:
The term of the officers shall be for three years and shall commence on July 1 following their election.


SECTION 3:
All officers shall be eligible to succeed themselves.

ARTICLE 5 – ELECTION OF OFFICERS



SECTION 1:
The President shall appoint a nominating committee consisting of a chairperson and two members at least thirty (30) days prior to the annual meeting for the selection of persons to be nominated for officers for the succeeding year. After presentation of their report, nominations from the floor and the election of officers shall take place at the annual open meeting.
ARTICLE 6 – DUTIES OF OFFICERS

SECTION 1:
It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all club meetings and to perform other duties pertaining to the office. He/she shall be a member ex-officio of all committees.


SECTION 2: 
It shall be the duty of the Vice-President to preside at all meetings of the club in the absence of the President. In the event of a vacancy in the office of the President, the Vice-President shall succeed at once to the office of the President for the unexpired portion of the term and shall perform all the duties of the office.


SECTION 3:
The Secretary shall be responsible for making a record of all proceedings of the Club and have charge of all records pertaining to that office. He/she shall issue notices for all meetings of the Club and shall discharge such other duties as may be assigned to him/her. The Secretary shall keep a record of attendance of the members at the meetings.


SECTION 4:
The Treasurer shall collect all moneys for the Williamsport High School Boosters Club (not for any of its satellite clubs) and deposit it in the bank. He/she shall keep an accurate account of all receipts and disbursements of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club and shall present a detailed report at each meeting. He/she shall pay all bills by check.


SECTION 5:
An audit will be conducted once a year at the end of the fiscal year as required by the Williamsport Area School District.

ARTICLE 8 – COMMITTEES 

SECTION 1: 
The President has the authority to create additional committees as needed.


SECTION 2:
The Chairperson of each committee shall encourage participation in the Boosters Club Meetings. Each committee shall consist of at least two (2) members in addition to the Chairperson.


SECTION 3:
In the interest of successful operation of the Boosters Club, the Chairperson of each committee shall see that records of each event are kept for reference by succeeding committees.


SECTION 4:
All projects and activities must have the approval of the Officers, prior to their being put into action.

ARTICLE 9 – SATELLITE CLUBS

SECTION 1:
Satellite Clubs of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club may be organized for any active sport of the Williamsport Area High School. Satellite Clubs must be self-sustaining in pursuit of their goals and support the goals and mission of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club.

SECTION 2:
Satellite Clubs may conduct their own programs and projects provided such events abide by state and local law and are approved by the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club.


SECTION 3:
Each Satellite Club will submit an annual budget for the sport it supports, at the beginning of that sports season opening.


SECTION 4:
All monies will be collected and deposited by the Treasurer of each Satellite Club with a copy of the transaction going to the Treasurer of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club. All Satellite Club Treasurers must submit all bills to their respective clubs for approval. Once approved, the bills must be submitted to the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club. All bills submitted must be accompanied by a check requisition signed and dated by the Treasurer of that particular Satellite Club. A Treasurers report shall be presented to the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club.

SECTION 5:
Each Satellite Club will appoint one or more of its members to attend all meetings of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club, to provide a report of said club activities. Said person may be a member of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club.


SECTION 6: 
Each Satellite Club should elect its own governing body consisting of a President, Vice-President, Secretary and Treasurer. A representative from the Satellite Club will represent said club at the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club.


SECTION 7:
All expenditures made by any Satellite Club must be in accordance with the By-Laws of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club and Section 511 of the School Laws of Pennsylvania.


SECTION 8:
All Satellite Clubs will be assessed $50.00 for the previous school year. The assessment will take place in August of the current year. Assessment will be used to help sustain the operation of the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club. Examples: Postage, bank charges, checks, deposit slips, awards, championship pictures, insurance, license and banners. THIS FEE WILL BE WAIVED FOR THE 2007-2008 SEASON.

SECTION 9:
The Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club shall be allowed to participate with any Satellite Clubs events or fundraisers without cost to the Williamsport Area High School Boosters Club, as long as it is not selling anything the Satellite Club is selling for their profits. Examples: games, craft fairs or any other event.
