·  3. Necessary purchases for athletic teams.
·  4. Awards, banquets and recognitions.

The primary booster meetings are the first Monday of the each month at 7:00 (unless otherwise noted) in the Media Center.  The Cheerleader parents/coaches meet at the start of each season in June after teams are announced and at the end of the season in April to discuss next year’s budget.  We also meet periodically during the year as necessary.

The 2015-2016 school year has been another HUGE success for the SWGHS CHEERLEADERS. However, none of this could have been accomplished without the volunteerism of our parents, the countless time and valued support of the Coaches and Director and the support of both the Parents and our Athletic Director.

This year began in June after selecting the Varsity and Junior Varsity teams.  We have 21 Varsity Cheerleaders and 15 JV Cheerleaders.  We had an intense week camp in July to get us ready for our Annual Jamboree that was held in August at New Bridge Bank park where we competed against 23 teams from across the state and finished 2nd to Ledford High School.  By placing so high we were awarded a $750 cash prize!  The girls continued to practice 3 days per week during the summer to prepare for our Football season where we had an incredibly successful year by defeating all 3 cross town rivals for the 1st time in school history! Once school began, our 3 days per week practice continued.  
We also competed in our District State competition in December where we finished 3rd to go on to the State Finals.  After finishing our Football season we turned our attention to the Basketball season with sometimes 3 games per week and practice on off game days!  Our biggest Fundraiser of the year was the SW Reverse Raffle where we sold 11 tickets for the 1st time and came away victorious in the final draw down by being one of the 5 $2000 winners!  
Our biggest success came in the classroom where our Cheerleaders finished 3rd highest GPA among all sports at SW!  We are proud to say we are STUDENT ATHELETES!
