Year End Financial Totals:

The financial status for the booster club remains strong.  We started the year with a positive balance of $2375.53 and as of June 2017, have a positive balance of $2582.36.  A one-time hit from Action Engravers for the tennis signage/Wall of Champions will occur as Fall comes around.  A reoccurring expense would come in the order of a small team building event in the fall not to exceed $200.  Even with this outlay, Tennis remains in good form for the 2017-2018 school year.
Summary:

Both Tennis Programs continue to grow and remain competitive within the new Piedmont Triad 3-a conference.  Women’s tennis will offer a JV squad for the upcoming season.  Clearly, the focus here is to develop and offer quality play for a greater number of the ladies in hopes of finding a few more diamonds in disguise and work with them in developing a better feeder group into Varsity.
