Year End Summary – Women’s Tennis

We were 14-5, 4-2 for the season.  Our only two losses in conference came at the hands of Mt Tabor.  The first loss was 4-5, close, but they did not show their full strength. The ladies also were able to play a lot more in the top six due to our restructured conference.  This will pay dividends as next season rolls around.

Conference Tourney saw a format change since our new conference only fielded 4 women's teams this season.  This new format allows each team to send 3 singles and 3 dubs into conference play instead of the previous 2.  In addition, the rest of the draw was populated with the next best from any roster.  SW was able to secure 5 singles and 5 doubles into their respective draws.  Each of the Cowgirls were able to prove their mettle during their play.  Though they did not all win, they fought well and earned both points and games along the way.
