Year End Summary and Highlights– Women’s Soccer
The 2018 Women's Soccer season was another great success story.  Replacing 9 seniors and relying on a large Sophomore class proved to be a challenge but Coach Rob Szitas was prepared for it.
The season began with a preseason jamboree at Northwest Guilford and another in Wake Forest, NC.   The ladies got to know one another on the field and some had to learn new positions.   The non-conference schedule began with our invitation to play in a new Triad Challenge Tournament where we finished 1-1-1.  Conference season led to a 1st place finish and a 12-0 record.  The Cowgirls scored an impressive 122 goals and each field player scored at least 1 goal.  In the first round of the State Playoffs, the #5 seeded Cowgirls beat McMichael HS 9-0.   In the 2nd round they beat conference rival Mt. Tabor for the 3rd time 2-1. Then they went on the road to TC Roberson and lost 3-1 in a driving rainstorm.  The team finished with an outstanding record of 19-3-1.  The Cowgirls outscored their opponents 122-19 with Logan Parry leading the way with 31 goals, Gianna Flowers with 16 goals and 19 assists, Kendall France 13 goals, and Emily Flynn 11 goals.
In the days that followed, the recognition and accolades for this talented team rolled in.

2017/2018 Women’s Soccer Financials:

The 2016-2017 school year has been successful for the SWGHS Women’s Soccer Club. During this past year, through Membership, Apparel Sales, Donations, Fundraisers and our Annual Reverse Raffle/Silent Auction, we have generated over $6,700 in revenue for use by the Women’s Soccer program at Southwest High School. Below are some key Fundraising Income/Expenditures that are designated to help and improve the experience of our Student Athletes.

· Advertising and Donations  $1,900

Year End Financial Totals:

The financial status for the booster club remains strong.  We began the fiscal year with a positive balance of $3,047 and should end with $3,699.47.  This is the third year that Women's Soccer has issued a budget and our expenses were purposely lowered since we have joined a new conference and income opportunities were unknown.  Our income was down slightly but we did get to host concession for a football game, team concession was not as successful due to poor weather at several games, poor attendance in our new conference,  and we had no team raffle.  Our cash on hand will be slightly higher than last year's ending balance which was one of our goals as a club. Discussions with parents and among our board members over the next few months will help us decide how to better prepare for our unexpected expenses and formulate a plan for new fund raisers to increase our cash balance at the end of 2019.
Overall, a very successful soccer season for our young ladies and equally successful for our relatively new Booster Club.
