Year End Summary  High Lights– Wrestling
The 2015-2016 school year has been very successful for the SWGHS Wrestling Boosters Club. Not only has our team accomplished great things but we, as a booster club, have done amazing things together. We couldn’t have done it without the help of our wonderful parent volunteers… Thank You.
This was the second year of our Southwest Youth Wrestling Club coached by Jeff Lord. He volunteers two nights a week to teach wrestling fundamentals to K-6 graders. He even had a small tournament at the end of the season with the Ledford Youth Wrestlers. This is a huge fundraiser for us. We made around $1,700 this year through this club. 
We also earned $620 dollars working concessions for Football’s Senior Night. We hosted the Jim Coggin’s Wrestling Tournament in December and The NCHSAA Regional Wrestling Tournament in February. The Coggins had 5 teams and we raised about $500 after all expenses. The Regionals was fantastic!! We had 25 teams competing for two days. We not only provided a great concession stand but also a hospitality room that fed 100 coaches and staff four meals over the two-day period. The coaches and officials really appreciated how well the tournament was run and voted unanimously to hold the Regionals at Southwest again next year. We profited about $3500 for this tournament. Our parents really dug in and kept everything running smoothly and we had tremendous help from the entire SW community. We had volunteers from several other booster clubs and we could never have done such a great job without them. Finally, we earned around $226 from ticket sales for the reverse raffle. 
Our wrestling team had a fantastic year this year. The team set a school record this year with 22 wins and was only one win away from qualifying for the State Duals for the first time since 2001. Our team placed 1st in the Bandy’s Tournament, 2nd in both the RJ Reynolds Tournament and 3rd in the Ledford Tournament. We had 5 All Conference wrestlers- Cliff Alexander, Shannon Thomas, Deven Snyder, Nik Lord and Caleb Smith. We also had 3 State Qualifiers this year -Shannon Thomas, Nik Lord and Caleb Smith. The boys worked very hard this year and we will go into next year’s season very strong.
Last year we were able to build up our wrestling room with a lot of new equipment that helped tremendously with the boys conditioning. We also purchased new singlets and warm-up jackets this season. Some of the items on the coaches wish list will continue to furnish our wrestling room and take our wrestlers to the next level. Over the next few years we would like to purchase 2 fan bikes, 2 wrestling dummies, 2 wall balls, a mat spotlight and a mat system. We also would like to buy a second set of jackets for the JV team. 
This summer our wrestlers will be attending wrestling camp at Campbell University. The booster club is also paying for a 2 day wrestling clinic for our wrestlers followed by a pool/pizza party. For another team building activity we will be going to Carowinds with the team over the summer.
