The 2016-2017 school year has been very successful for the SWGHS Wrestling Boosters Club. Not only has our team accomplished great things but we, as a booster club, have done amazing things together. We couldn’t have done it without the help of our wonderful parent volunteers… Thank You.
This year we hosted the Jim Coggin’s Wrestling Tournament in December and The NCHSAA Regional Wrestling Tournament in February. The Coggins had 5 teams and we raised about $700.00 after all expenses. The Regionals was fantastic!! We had 25 teams competing for two days. We not only provided a great concession stand but also a hospitality room that fed 100 coaches and staff four meals over the two-day period. The coaches and officials really appreciated how well the tournament was run. Unfortunately, because of our change from 4A to 3A next year, we will not be hosting the Regional’s in 2018. We are disappointed because this is our main fundraiser, and we’ve gotten pretty good at it. We profited about $5500.00 this year for the Regional’s. Our parents really dug in and kept everything running smoothly and we had tremendous help from the entire SW community. We had volunteers from softball and National Honor Society and we could never have done such a great job without them. We are going to host the Mike Raybon Tournament next year in January. This tournament has 15 teams instead of the Regional’s’ 25. 

Our wrestling team had a great year this year. The team took 1st in the Reidsville Tournament and took 2nd place in three other tournaments this year. We had our 2nd season of over 22 wins, last year being our record breaking year. We ended up with a 22-6 season.  We had six players make All Conference: Andrew Chu, Caleb Smith, Isaiah Bradford, Tyrique Ramon, Ruther Oxce and John Oxce.  We came in 7th place at Regional’s as a team and Caleb Smith won the Region in his weight class. We had six wrestlers qualify for the State Championship: 
Andrew Chu, Caleb Smith, Nik Lord, Tyrique Ramon, Ruther Oxce and John Oxce. Andrew Chu took 3rd place in the State in his weight class and Caleb Smith took 4th place in his weight class.  Our team came 11th in the State. Our team also made it to the playoffs for the first time since 2001.

Over the past few years we have worked hard to raise money and have stocked our wrestling room with a lot of cross fit equipment. This year we were able to purchase a spot light that we installed in the new gym for our wrestling matches and tournaments. Next year we are hoping to buy the team warm up shirts, throwing dummies and we need to replace 3 stolen warm up jackets. We also are hoping to start taking our JV wrestlers on a few overnight tournaments so they can get some more mat time. We will have to pay for traveling expenses for that.
This summer our wrestlers will be attending wrestling camp at NC State. The booster club is also paying for a 2 day wrestling clinic for our wrestlers followed by a pool/pizza party.
