2015/2016 Softball Financials:

Through Membership, Donations, Fundraisers and concessions and Annual Reverse Raffle/Silent Auction, after expenses, we spent $381 more than we raised. Due to unending rain the conference tournament that we were hosting was cancelled and resulted in a lower than expected revenues in our concessions line item.  The financial status for the booster club remains strong.  We started the year with a positive balance of $6,636.40 and as of June 30, 2016, have a positive balance of $6,136.56.  $1,500.00 (total $4,500) will be set aside to our capital campaign for a press box with completion by the 2019 season.
