Chief Joseph & Deb the Divine invite you to join us for the 28th annual Timberhill Harriers Running Camp.  Once again camp gear will be picked up in town and runners will access the camp via a ten-mile run/hike through the woods. They will return to Corvallis on the same route at the end of the camp.  

There will be eleven meals provided: dinner on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday & Friday; breakfast on Wednesday, Thursday, Friday & Saturday and lunch on Wednesday, Thursday and Friday. 

The cost of this camp is $280 or $500 for two from the same family. (The least expensive high school running camp in Oregon).
Campers should bring sleeping bag, pillow and pad. Campers are encouraged to bring a tent, although we will also have some available.  The cabins are in need of repair and unavailable except for storage of gear.  We hope to have them repaired by 2015.  There is one cold shower at the camp.  Campers may also rinse off in Price Creek, which flows through the camp.  Organic soap will be provided.  Port-a-pots and excellent drinking water located near the tent area.

Campers should also bring a flashlight, towel, washcloth, extra clothes, toiletries and extra shoes.  They are also welcome to bring along water guns, games, books, etc.  Some campers like to bring extra snacks, as junk food is not provided at the camp! 

DRIVING DIRECTIONS FOR PARENTS TO THE CAMP:

From Corvallis-Eugene and areas south go to Philomath and follow Hwy 20 west toward Newport.  Turn right on Hwy 223, the Kings Valley-Dallas exit, go north about ten miles and turn right on Price Creek Road.  Follow 1.5 miles to the camp.  The camp is on the right side of the road.  From Portland-Salem and areas north go south on Hwy 99w through Monmouth.  Eight miles south of Monmouth turn right at yellow flashing light (Suver-Airlie Rd).  Go six miles west to Maxfield Creek Road.  Turn left follow Maxfield Creek six miles to Pit Rd.  Turn left and follow Pit Rd until it goes right on to Price Creek Rd.  The camp will be on the left.
