Bloom’s ERA prior to his
one-hil gem was 4.50 but past
performances meant nothing
when he took the mound at
Harmony and he had the Owl
batters baffled. The senior
hurler struck out six, walked
only two and gave up a lonely
single to the Owls’ number
two batter, Rick Loman,

Glendale, meanwhile, was
fettin the big hits of-

ensively, including homers
by Edsel Delerme and Brian
Lightner.

With one out in the top of
the first Delerme jumped on
starter and loser, Randy
Oakes, for an opposite field
roundtripper, his first extra
base hit of the season.

In the second Lightner
opened the frame with a solo

shot, followed “"by Mike -

Harpster’s single. Bob
Lender forced Harpster at
second bat came in to score
on a passed ball, a stolen base
and a bad throw by the Owl
catcher that went into left-
field.

Glendale, which is now 35
on the year for Coach John
Kauffman, picked up run
number four in the fifth in-
ning when Ed Lender doubled
and Scott Laing singled him
home.
