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Without Wagner, Lady Vikings still confident

FLINTON — Heading into the
high school softball season
there is one inescapable fact
that will sighs of relief and har-
dy applause from Mo Valley
League and Distriet 6-AA
teams.

Progressland All-Star pitcher
Jen Wagner, a four-year starter
who led Glendale to the state
Western Finals, its fourth
straight league title and its
third straight district title, has
graduated and is applying her
trade at California (Pa.) Uni-
versity.

But hold off on the cheers,
says ever-confident Lady Vik-
ing coach Pat Pino, who has
five returning starters back
from last year’s 204 team, in-
cluding first-team outfielder
Jenn Koteas, which lost to
Leechburg in the Western
Finals.

“We have a lot of people with
playoff experience, so we're not
starting over, just keeping it go-
ing," Pino said. “I think we'll
be a better defensive and better
hitting team.

“We want to win the league
again. I think we have a good
chance to win distriets again.
Everybody thinks we're not.
They're counting us out al-

ready, We know what it takes to
win and a lot of teams don’t.”

Unllke last year when
everybody knew Wagner, who
went 19-4 with 185 strikeouts in
142 innings and recorded a 1.38
earned run average, was the
stopper. Pino will go with —. at
least in the early going — a pit-
ching staff of four unproven
underclassmen.

That pitching staff consists of
junior Julie Wagner, who toss-
ed a five-inning no-hitter
against Harmony in her only
start last year, junior Jeanna
Turner, scophomore Beth
O’Donnell and the left-handed
Koteas. Turner pitched on the
jayvee team, while O’Donnell
started in junior high.

“We may use all four each
game,” Pino said. *“It just de-
pends how things go because
they all have different styles
and different speeds. I don't
think there’s going to be many
times where we use just one
pitcher the whole game. We
don’t have any pitchers who are
overpowering like Jen.”

Even though the Lady Vik-
ings are scheduled to host West
Branch on Monday, which
seems very doubtful now, Pino
says he doesn’t have a set
lineup or a starting pitcher fig-
ured out yet.

However, he is certain that

Koteas will be leading off and

playing somewhere in the out-
field. As a junior, the speedy

Koteas hit .429, scored a Prog- -

ressland-leading 39 runs and
belted 33 hits in 77 at-bats,
“That's about the only sure
thing,” Pino said. “‘Most of the
time she gets on she hits the
ball on the ground and she’ll
beat it out with her speed,
“We're going to do the things
we did last year. We're going to
bunt, we're going to steal and
we're going to make the other
team make mistakes. We're not
losing much offensively.
Overall, we’re going to be bet-
ter than we were last year.”
Other starters include Julie
Wagner (.314), an honorable
mention selection at designated
hitter who could start in the out-
field this year, and Connie
Jasper (.233), who will move
from her second base spot to ei-
ther shortstop or the outfield.
They, along with other part-
time starters Renee Smyers,
Angie Kauffman and Jeannie
Terza, will try to help Glendale
win its fifth straight league ti-
tle. Pino cited Moshannon
Valley, Curwensville and Du-
Bois as possible contenders to
the throne.
“We've never run away with

the league,” Pino said.
“There’s always been at least
one team that kept it close with
us, I expect the same thing this
year.,"
