Spring Training Player Contract

The varsity baseball trip to Walt Disney World’s Wide World of Sports complex in Orlando, Florida is a privilege not a right.  In order to uphold the integrity of the trip this contract will hold players accountable for their actions while under the supervision of the coaches of the Methacton High School Baseball Program.  
· If, at anytime, a coach or chaperone finds a player acting in a manner deemed to be detrimental to his health and his teammate’s health by any coach or chaperone, the guilty player will be required to return home as soon as possible, paying his own transportation fees.

· If, at anytime, a player breaks any law or is detained by authorities for any reason, the guilty player will be required to return home as soon as possible, paying his own transportation fees.

· If, at anytime, a player participates in any of the behaviors attached to the back of this form, and, in the opinion of any coach or chaperone, the action warrants being sent home, the guilty player will fly home immediately, paying his own transportation fees.

While on the trip we will be upholding a Zero Tolerance Policy regarding all violations to this contract.  We do not anticipate any inappropriate behavior, but we are prepared to handle it in a necessary fashion.
