Student-Athlete Contract 2012-13

Participation in interscholastic athletics is a privilege. Students wishing to take advantage of the opportunities of the Rockville High School Athletic Program must show their commitment by conforming to the rules and guidelines established by Montgomery County Public Schools (MCPS) High School Athletic Handbook and Rockville High School (RHS) Disciplinary Code. We view athletics as an extension of the classroom where sportsmanship, scholarship, and physical development are promoted and developed through a wide variety of levels and types of interscholastic sports. Failure to comply with the Student Disciplinary Code and/or this Contract will result in disciplinary action and/or dismissal from team. 
Student- Athletic Standards

▪Comply with all school rules and policies during the season.

▪Maintain academic standing and scholastic eligibility according to MCPS policies.
▪Display behavior that will add to the good name of the Rockville HS Athletic Department

▪Attend all practices, meetings, and games unless ill or given prior permission to be absent by the coach and/or athletic director.

▪Maintain good school and community relationships.

▪Display good sportsmanship at all times.

▪Do not allow outside club sport activities to interfere with school team practices or contests.

▪Do not post anything written/pictures on websites that would embarrass Rockville HS and/or its athletic program.

Eligibility
▪All participants in athletics are required to pay the Extracurricular Activity (ECA) fee which supports adult supervised extracurricular activities, such as sports and clubs, for middle and high school students. 

▪All students who are candidates for participation in interscholastic athletics are required to have an annual medical evaluation. Athletes must submit proof of a valid medical evaluation, transportation form, medical card, team standards form, and parent/guardian permission form before being allowed to participate in practices or contests.

▪A student who has a failing grade in more than one subject, and/or a grade point average of less than 2.0 at the end of a marking period shall automatically be ineligible to participate in athletic contests and practices during the next marking period. A student becomes ineligible the day a report card is issued and remains ineligible until the next report card is issued.

▪A student who is ineligible for any reason may not try out, practice, or play during the period of ineligibility.

▪Students who are 19 years or older as of August 31 are ineligible to participate in interscholastic activities.
▪Students may not participate in more than one interscholastic sport in one season.

Drugs and Alcohol Policy
Any MCPS student- athlete with verified use, distribution or possession of alcohol, tobacco, illegal drugs, and/or controlled substance on school property or at a school-sanctioned event shall receive the following consequences: 


Consequence- Dismissal from the team for the rest of the season or 2 months from participating in any athletics, 



whichever is longer. 


*Verification



For the purpose of this code of conduct, the term “verified” is defined as any of the following:



▪Self-Admission of involvement by the student



▪The student’s own parents/guardians’ admission of student involvement



▪Observation of involvement by the sponsor, coach, any Rockville HS staff member, or the police

High School Plus (HS+) 

In the course of a student’s high school career it may become necessary to be enrolled in a high school plus class afterschool. The decision to be enrolled in HS+ is based solely on the academic requirements of completing a four year high school program.  Attending a HS+ will be considered an excused absence from practice and sporting events. 
Hazing 

Hazing in any nature is prohibited. Players shall not be subjected to any “initiation rites” whatsoever. Hazing is degrading to the individual and is counter- productive to the goals of the school system and to the dignity and rights of the individual. Hazing is defined by MCPS as an act which recklessly or intentionally subjects a student to mental or physical discomfort, embarrassment, harassment, or ridicule for the purpose of initiation into an organization. Student-athletics are required to inform their coach, athletic director, or staff member of any hazing activities. 

Consequence- Dismissal from the team for the rest of the season or 2 months from participating in any athletics, 



whichever is longer. 

Suspensions
Suspended students are ineligible for extracurricular activities until they are reinstated in classes. This policy includes in-school suspension. Students suspended on Friday may not participate until they are reinstated on the subsequent school day (Monday). 
Attendance and Tardy Policy  

▪Participation in any athletic event or practice requires athletes to attend all their scheduled classes the day of the event or practice. 

▪Students who have prescheduled activities, such as a medical appointment, court appearance, driver’s exam, or religious observance, will be permitted to participate in an event or practice on the day of the absence, provided approval for the absence has been granted in advance by the athletic director. 

▪A student who is absence from any class without obtaining prior approval may not participate in practices or contests on the day he/she is absent.

▪Repeated unexcused absences are defined as more than one unexcused absences to any single period shall receive the following consequences: 


Minimum- 1 school day suspension from all athletic activities


Maximum- Dismissal from the team for the rest of the season or 2 months from participating in any athletics, 



whichever is longer.
▪Repeated unexcused or chronic tardiness is defined as a total of five unexcused tardies to any single class period shall receive the following consequences:

Minimum- Conference with athletic director 

Maximum- Suspension from event/contest 
Criteria for earning a varsity letter/award

An athlete must satisfactorily meet the team’s participation criteria to receive an award.
