BY-LAWS (April 16, 2018)
Article I – Name & Mission Statement

The Club shall be known as the “South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Boosters” The mailing address is:  PO BOX 151, South Lyon, Michigan 48178. 
The Mission of the South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Boosters is to support participation in the game of basketball which provides physical development and increased skills resulting in respect for teamwork and an improved mind, body and spirit.

Article II – Objectives 

The objectives of the SLHS Boys Basketball Boosters are:
1. To support the South High School Boys Basketball coaches and players by providing funding for necessary equipment, tournament fees, activities, camps, trainings and uniforms when funds are available.

2. To increase the local community, school community and local business support by promoting games and making available, game results/scores.

3. To keep parents and players informed of status and events of basketball program, including Booster Club activities.

 
Article III – Membership 

Section 1
Membership of the South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Boosters shall be granted to any parent/guardian of a current member of a South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Team who wishes to support the mission of the South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Boosters.  Conditional membership will be granted to any parent/guardian of a potential member of the South Lyon High School Boys Freshmen Basketball Team. Membership is subject to board approval and based on the number of vacancies of board positions in any given year.

Section 2
There are no dues required for membership.  A charge of dues required for membership may be implemented in the future if approved by the majority vote of the Board of Directors.
Section 3

Voting members shall consist of Board of Directors in attendance at meetings.

Section 4

Booster members are not involved in play time, game decisions, or coaching decisions.  There is no personal benefit or benefit for Booster’s sons as part of this membership.  Members volunteer their time and are committed to supporting the mission of the program

Article IV – Officers and Duties 

Section 1 

All Board of Director positions are voluntary and do not include any type of preferential treatment to any player or potential player in any way.

Section 2 

The Board of Directors shall consist of a minimum of 6 members and a maximum of 12 members that include the following offices:      
1.  President
2.  Vice President
3.  Treasurer
4.  Secretary

5.  Webmaster

6.  Trustees

7.  Other positions deemed necessary by the Board of Directors
Section 3
Effort should be made to ensure each team level is represented on the Board of Directors.

Section 4

Each Board Member counts as one vote, regardless of the number of positions held. 


Section 5 
Duties of the officers of the Board of Directors include, but are not limited to:
 


          
A.  President:
1. Shall preside over all meetings. 
2. Shall provide general supervision and direction of all South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Booster activities.
3. Shall appoint board vacancies subject to Board approval. 
4. Shall be a liaison between South High School Boys Basketball Boosters, parents, coaches and school administration/staff.

B. Vice President:
1. Shall perform duties of the President in his/her absence. 
2. Shall perform other duties as assigned by the President and/or Board of Directors.
C. Treasurer:

1. Shall be responsible for all monies, transactions, accurate record-keeping of said transactions, signing of checks, and balancing of checking account.
2. Shall submit a Treasurer’s report and make available, on a regular basis, all records, cancelled checks and bank statements for review by the Board of Directors at scheduled meetings.  

3. Shall be responsible for maintaining cancelled checks, receipts, records and bank statements.

4. If an audit is ordered, the Treasurer must provide all records, as needed, and be available to assist in the audit. 

D. Secretary:

1. Shall record the attendance and minutes of all meetings of the Board of Directors.
2. Shall provide a copy of meeting minutes to each member before or at the next meeting. 
3. Shall maintain minutes/records of all meetings of the Board of Directors. 
4. Shall be responsible for any correspondence deemed necessary by the Board of Directors.
E. Webmaster:

         1.
Shall maintain the Booster website with up-to-date news, scores, team schedules and activities.

F.  Trustees:

1. Shall take an active role in planning and implementing all activities that promote the mission of the South Lyon High School Boys Basketball Boosters. 
G. Duties of all other positions will be determined by the Board of Directors when necessary.

Section 6
The South Lyon High School Boys Varsity Basketball Coach, or his/her designee chosen from the South Lyon High School Boys Basketball coaching staff, shall automatically serve on the Board of Directors.

Section 7
Members of the Board of Directors shall exercise the utmost good faith in all transactions involved in their duties, and they shall not use their positions with the Boosters or knowledge gained from their involvement for their personal benefit. The interests of the organization must be the first priority in all decisions and actions.  
Section 8
Transactions with parties with whom a conflict of interest potentially exists may be undertaken only if all of the following are observed:

1. The potential conflicting interest is fully disclosed.

2. The person with the conflict of interest is excluded from the discussion and approval of such transaction.

3. A competitive bid or comparable valuation exists.

4. The Board of Directors has determined that the transaction is in the best interest of the Boosters.
Disclosure of the potential conflict of interest should be made to the President (or if he/she is the one with the conflict, then to the Vice President) who shall bring the matter to the attention of the Board of Directors.  

Article V – Board Meetings 

Section 1
Meetings of the Board of Directors shall be held once a month during September, October, November, January, February, March and April and as needed throughout the summer.

Section 2
Special meetings may be held whenever deemed necessary upon notification by the President giving Board members at least 24-hours notice of meeting time.  A quorum for all board meetings is required. 

Section 3
Location of monthly meetings shall be determined and made public within 24-hours of meeting time.

Section 4
A quorum shall consist of a majority of the Board members, one of which must be the President or in his/her absence, the Vice President.

Section 5
All issues up for vote will pass upon a majority vote of the quorum present at the meeting. 

Section 6
All members of the Board of Directors are responsible for attending meetings.

Section 7 
Records of meetings will be made available, by request, within a reasonable period of time.
Section 8
Voting members shall consist of Board of Directors in attendance at meetings.

Article VI – Appointments 

Section 1 
The President, with the assistance of the Board of Directors, shall solicit and appoint members to serve on the Board of Directors.  
Section 2 
The position of Board President requires approval of the Varsity Coach and the Board.  The Board President and Varsity Coach must work closely together as stated in our Booster and Coaches mission statements.
 
Section 2
Officers of the Board of Directors will be determined at either the April meeting or September meeting of the Board of Directors.
Section 3
Terms of the Board of Directors will coincide with the school year calendar.
 
Article VII – Approved Signatures 
All checks will require a signature by the Treasurer with consent of President and vice versa. 
Minimum balance in the Booster account at the end of April should not go below $5000

Article VIII – Parliamentary Authority
Roberts Rules of Order shall govern the Boosters in all cases in which they are applicable except when in conflict with these by-laws.
Article IX - Method of Amending the By-laws

By-laws may be revised yearly by two-thirds vote/approval of members of the Board of Directors.
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
