BY-LAWS OF THE SOUTH RIVER HIGH SCHOOL SPORTS BOOSTER CLUB 
ARTICLE I – Name and Statement of Purpose
Section 1 – The name of this organization shall be the South River High School Sports Booster Club, Inc. (hereinafter known as the “Booster Club”).
Section 2 - The Booster Club is a non-profit tax exempt organization whose purpose is to promote all athletics at all levels at South River High School, but will in no way interfere with the administration of the programs.  Funds raised by the Booster Club will supplement the athletic programs of South River High School and may be allocated as determined by the Board of Directors and in coordination with the Athletic Department.  The principal office of the Booster Club shall be 201 Central Avenue East, Edgewater, Anne Arundel County, Maryland 21037.  The Booster Club may have other such offices as may from time to time be designated by the Board of Directors.
 ARTICLE II – Definitions and Membership
Section 1 - For the purpose of these bylaws, the following definitions will apply: 
a)              “Board” means the Board of Directors of the Booster Club.
b)              “Member” means any person having attained the age of 18 and having paid the required annual dues amount.
c)               “Dues” means the amount required to be paid annually during each school year (September through June).  The payment of dues allows a member to participate, including voting as outlined below, in meetings of the Booster Club for the school year in which the dues are paid.
d)              “Classes of Membership” means the category of membership bestowed upon a member as determined by Board or as denoted by the amount of dues paid during the school year.  The classes of membership are:
a.      Basic, Seahawk, Gray, Navy, Blue, Corporate, Student, and Friend of the Seahawks.  
ARTICLE III – Board of Directors
Section 1 – The Board of Directors shall be the governing body of the Booster Club and shall be the final authority on all matters under Booster Club jurisdiction, and shall establish and implement Booster Club policy, review and approve all budgets, establish membership dues, review and approve all Booster Club activities, and perform as appropriate such other related functions authorized in or required by these bylaws and the Articles of Incorporation.
Section 2 – The Board shall consist of the following members, all of whom shall be members in good standing and selected in the manner and for the terms indicated:  
a)           President – The President shall be the Chief Executive Officer of the Booster Club and shall preside at all meetings.  The president shall have no vote except in case of a tie.  The President shall appoint the Chairperson of all committees as needed from time to time.  
b)            Vice President – The Vice President shall preside at all meetings in the absence of the President and shall be the Chairperson of the Membership Committee.  
c)           Treasurer – The Treasurer shall collect all monies.  The Treasurer shall have custody of all funds of the Booster Club which shall be deposited in a special account in a bank approved by the Board.  Expenditures shall be made upon authorization of a majority of the Board of Director at any meeting or the membership at a General Membership Meeting.  Checks may be signed by the Treasurer with the exception of checks in amounts exceeding $2,000 which must be countersigned by the President or Vice-President.   The Treasurer shall maintain an itemized account of receipts, expenditures, and present a report at every meeting of the Board and of the General Membership.  A consolidated report shall be made at the June General Membership Meeting.

The Treasurer shall be authorized to engage in those financial transactions deemed necessary to the completion of capital development projects recommended by the Board of Directors and approved by the General Membership, including the borrowing of funds, providing that those arrangements and the sums involved have been approved by recorded vote of the majority of the Board of Directors.  The Treasurer or his/her designee shall be authorized to conduct negotiations with financial institutions, government entities, individuals, or others in the completion of those financial transactions.
d)           Secretary - The Secretary shall record the minutes of all meetings of the General Membership and the Board, General Membership Meetings and Board Meetings, respectively.  The Secretary shall also prepare all Booster Club correspondence as directed by the Board.  
e)           Immediate Past President – The Immediate Past President shall continue to serve on the Board for one (1) year beyond the expiration of the latest term in order to provide the Booster Club with continuity and counsel. 
f)              Athletic Director of South River High School 
g)             Four (4) Members at Large – Four members at large will be elected at the general membership meeting in May.   
h)             Terms of all board members shall be one (1) year. 
ARTICLE IV – Elections
Section 1 – During any General Membership Meeting of the Boosters, fifteen (15) voting members shall constitute a quorum necessary to conduct business. 
Section 2 - In March, the President shall appoint a Nominating Committee composed of three members of the Voting Membership.  The Nominating Committee shall submit at the April General Membership Meeting, a nomination for the election of at least one consenting member for each directorship.  At the time of elections, nominations may be made from the floor with the consent of the nominee.
Section 3 – In May, a General Membership Meeting of the Boosters will be convened.  During this meeting, the Booster Club shall fill, by vote, the vacancies occasioned by the expiration of the term of office of members of the Board of Directors.  Newly elected Board Members shall assume office at the June meeting of the Board of Directors.  The officers of the Board of Directors will be elected at the May General Membership Meeting from the remaining and newly elected Board Members.  The office of President and Treasurer shall be a two year tem.  No officer shall serve more than two consecutive terms in the same office.  The President-elect shall become an ex-officio member of the Board of Directors until assumption of office at the June General Membership Meeting.
Section 4 - Voting may be by oral or written ballot.  To be elected, a nominee must receive a plurality of the votes of the members present at the meeting.  Any person having attained the age of 18 and upon payment of the annual dues amount shall become a member and be entitled to one vote during.
Section 5 - The unexpired term of any member of the Board of Directors shall automatically terminate upon three consecutive absences.
Section 6 - A Board Member may be removed from office for cause by a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Board.  For cause is defined as any act in violation of the policies of the Board of Education.
Section 7 - Upon a vacancy in the office of the President, the Vice President shall assume office.  Any other vacancy shall be filled for the unexpired term by appointment of the President with the concurrence of a two-thirds (2/3) vote of the Board of Directors.
ARTICLE V – Meetings of the Boosters
Section 1 - There shall be meetings of the Board of Directors held on the second Monday of each month, or as determined by the Executive Board.  The general membership will be allowed to attend any of these meetings.
Section 2 - There shall be an annual Membership Meeting held in May of each year or as determined by the Executive Board for the election of Directors and Officers.
Section 3 - Special Meetings of the General Membership may be called at any time by the President or at the written request of not less than one-third of the members of the Booster Club.
Section 4 - A quorum of the Executive Board shall consist of five members.
Section 5 – A quorum of the Executive Board may call an emergency meeting of the entire board.
  ARTICLE VI – Committees
Section 1 - The Membership Committee shall be responsible for conducting annual membership drives.  The Committee shall review any nominations for Honorary Membership and recommend approval or disapproval to the Executive Board.  The Membership Committee shall consist of the Vice President as Chairman and at least two (2) members of the Booster Club.
Section 2 - The Audit Committee shall be responsible for the annual audit of the Treasury prior to the May General Membership Meeting, and shall be comprised of three (3) members of the Booster Club.  This Committee shall audit the books and report their findings in a written report to the General Membership at the June meeting.
ARTICLE VII – Policies, Procedures and Records 
Section 1 – The Board shall establish policies and procedures which shall govern any other subject areas as deemed necessary including any fundraising activities on behalf of the Booster Club.
Section 2 – The Board shall provide for and the Secretary shall maintain a system of records which shall contain a comprehensive, understandable and accessible codification of all actions undertaken by the Board and the Booster Club, all policies, procedures and resolutions adopted, such other documents and information which are related to Booster Club activities, and the names and addresses of Board members.
Section 3 - The Booster Club shall not take a position of support or opposition to any political candidate.  All statements with respect to any policy or position of the Booster Club shall be made only by or with the approval of the Board.
Section 4 - “Roberts Rules of Order” shall govern the Booster Club in all cases in which they are applicable and are not inconsistent with the Bylaws.  A  Parliamentarian shall be elected from the Board Members and shall serve for the term of the Board until the next elections.  The Parliamentarian shall be the authority to rule on all parliamentary questions before the Board. 
Section 5 – All records of the Board and the Booster Club activities are the property of the Booster Club, and any voting member of the Booster Club shall have the right, upon reasonable notice, to access and copy of any such records or request a copy be made at the expense of the voting member making such request.
Section 6 – Board policies and procedures adopted under this Article shall remain in effect unless and until amended subsequently by the Board.   
ARTICLE VIII – Funds
Section 1 -   The Booster Club is organized and operated for the herein stated non-profit purposes and no part of any net earning shall inure to the benefit of any private member.  

ARTICLE IX – Mini-Booster Clubs
Section 1 – Each scholastic team from South River High School may establish a Mini-Booster Club.  The purpose of such club is to support specific team functions and to raise funds on behalf of such specific team.
Section 2 – All members of mini-booster clubs must be current members in good standing of the South River High School Sports Booster Club (aka - Booster Club).  
Section 3 – Each mini-booster club must develop its own operating procedures, rules, and regulations.
Section 4 – Minutes of each mini-booster club meeting must be maintained.
Section 5 – All monies raised by any mini-booster club will be kept in a separate Team Booster club account and managed by the Booster Club.
Section 6 – Five percent (5%) of all monies earned by any mini-booster club will be donated to the Booster Club.
Section 7 – A record of all monies earned by a mini-booster club must be maintained by each respective mini-booster club.  
Section 8 – Any fundraising activities must be approved by the school business manager before those activities are begun.  The School Building Use Form must be completed if the school property is to be the site of the fundraiser.
Section 9 – Use of the school’s name for any purpose, including public relations articles and fundraising, must be approved through the school’s athletic director or administrator.
Section 10 – Each mini-booster club will ensure that a representative of their organization attends meetings of the Booster Club to report on it’s social and fundraising activities and to provide an accounting of any expenses or income on a monthly basis during any period where there is such fundraising activities scheduled whether the sport is in-season or off-season.   
ARTICLE X – Miscellaneous
Section 1 - CAPITAL DEVELOPMENT PROJECTS - The Booster Club, upon the recommendation of the Board of Directors and approved by a majority vote of the General Membership at a regular Board Meeting of the membership may incur financial obligations for capital development projects.  Said vote may not occur unless notice of the proceeding is made at the meeting prior to the vote, and the language of the proposed authority is provided to the General Membership at that meeting.
ARTICLE XI – Amendments
Section 1 – The Bylaws may be amended at a meeting of the General Membership at which there is a duly constituted quorum, and shall become effective immediately upon a favorable vote of a simple majority of members present.
