Athletics Participation Contract

2016-17


All athletes and parents are expected to read the Co-Curricular Manual that can be found on the high school athletic page.  This sheet is a condensed version of the standardized rules (from the Co-Curricular Manual) for participants of all athletic teams for P.R.H.S and W.M.S.  Signing this form indicates knowledge and acceptance of these rules and is a condition of participation.  Recognizing that extra-curricular activities are a privilege in which the athlete represents their team, school, and community, the athlete needs to understand that inappropriate behavior in school, out of school, in practice, or in competition may result in disciplinary action as determined by the coach, co-curricular director, and/or school administrators.

1. To be eligible: Middle School-If a student is receiving 3s and 4s in all academic standard areas, he or she is eligible to participate in performance-based co-curricular activities.
2. Tobacco, alcohol, and other illegal substance use or possession is prohibited.  (See Co-Curricular Manual for full description-policies JICH/ADC)




Consequences for violation:
1. In the presence of (1st offense)- any student who knowingly remains in the presence of 
prohibited substances will serve a 1-week or 2-game suspension as determined by 
the Co-Curricular Director, Principal, and/or Assistant Principal.  
2. Use of prohibited substance (1st offense)-any student found to be in violation would 
serve a 2-week or 3-game suspension as determined by Co-Curricular Director, 
Principal, and/or Assistant Principal.

3. Second offense – of either presence or use, in the same season will be a dismissal for 
the remainder of the season.  No co-curricular credit will be given.  If the second offense 
occurs during a different season, the student will be dismissed as well.  

4. Third offense-of either presence or use will cause the athlete to be ineligible for twelve 
months.

3.  Although we do not have access to game coverage for middle school events, students needing to see an athletic trainer may do so after school or by appointment.
4. WMS will follow a return to play protocol for concussion management.  Students receiving clearance from personal physicians will be subject to the return to play protocol.  Teachers and parents will be notified of symptoms and treatment. (policy JJIF)
5. Sportsmanship (policy JJIBB)-

1. Show respect at all times for the opponent.

2. Show respect at all times for the officials.

3. Know, understand and appreciate the rules.

4. Show respect at all times for coaches.
5. Student athletes are subject to school and team rules.

6. Transportation-Students are expected to ride to and from games with the team.  Parents may sign out their student from away games.  Proper bus etiquette is expected.  
7. Pick up-Please be timely when picking up kids from practice and games.

8. Uniforms shall be worn for games only, unless cleared by the Coach and Athletic Director.  They shall be cared for and washed after each contest. They must be returned at the end of the season.

9. Attendance-Athletes are expected to be in school on time and in school for the entire day in order to be eligible to practice or compete on that day.  Students that are tardy to school beyond the first period may not be allowed to participate.  A student dismissed from school may not be allowed to participate.  Any student with questions regarding late arrivals and/or dismissals may check with the Co-Curricular Director, Assistant Principal, or Principal.

10. Athletes shall dress appropriately for practices and games.  School dress code, found in the student handbook, applies.
11. The Co-Curricular Manual applies to all in-season athletes.
PROGRAMS
Middle School athletics is restricted to those student-athletes who are in grades 7-8.  Middle school programs develop competitive skills and will transition athletes to higher levels of competition.  Athletes in good standing are expected to have meaningful playing time, however, there is not a mandate of equal playing time.


Poland Regional High School and Whittier Middle School support an educational athletic philosophy.  We recognize there are many thoughts and much passion regarding athletic programs and that there may be times that spectators and parents disagree with coaches regarding playing time, game strategy and execution.  Playing time and game strategy remain the responsibility of the coach and are not for public debate.
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Coaches will:
· Be role models and set a good example for athletes and fans to follow.

· Abide by the rules of the sport, in letter and spirit.

· Respect the judgment of officials and accept their decisions.

· Behave with dignity and self-control.
Athletes will:
· Be a good teammate, supporting others and giving their best effort.

· Display respect for teammates, opponents, coaches and officials.  Accept the decisions of officials.

· Communicate with their coach.

· Be a role model for others including the student body, and young people in our community.
· Take care of their school facilities, uniforms and equipment.

· Behave with dignity and self-control.

Parents will:
· Show positive support to teams and players for outstanding performances.

· Encourage your child to communicate concerns with the coach and ask questions for clarity.

· Refrain from angry and abusive response to any player, official, coach or other attendee.

· Behave with dignity and self-control.
